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SOUTH AMERICA'S LAST COLONY:
THE SOVEREIGNTY DISPUTE OVER

THE MALVINAS ISLANDS BETWEEN
ARGENTINA AND THE UNITED KINGDOM

Introduction

The Malvinas Islands are a group of islands located in the Southwest Atlantic,
600km away from mainland Argentina and 14.000 km away from the United
Kingdom, consisting of two main islands: Isla Soledad (6.353 sg km) and Gran
Malvinas (4.377 sg km)' and around 200 islets, an area of approximately 11.718 sq
kilometers. According to the latest census carried out in 2021, the “totally usually
resident population” is 3.662, mostly concentrated in the capital, Puerto Argentino
with 2.848 inhabitants? It marks an increase of approximately 50% from the last
census done before the war, in 1980, which showed a population of 1813 inhabitants.

The islands, which have been an object of a sovereignty dispute between
Argentina and the United Kingdom since 1833, recognized by the United Nations
(UN) and the Organization of American States (OAS), among other international fora,
have increased their strategic and economic importance since the end of the South
Atlantic conflict in 1982. Firstly, because the islands are the gateway to Antarctica

where Argentina and Britain have overlapping territorial claims; secondly, the Mount
Pleasant British military base built after 1982 is the most important British military
presence in the South Atlantic and thirdly, because the exploration and exploitation
of renewable and non-renewable natural resources have dramatically transformed
the economy of the islands and the life of their inhabitants since 1987. The islanders
increased their personal income in approximately 500% compared to 1980.> And
last but not least, sometimes due to severe weather conditions, the Panama Canal
is closed, or vessel traffic restricted. At the same time, since the war broke out
between Hamas and Israel in October 2023, commercial western or Israeli vessels
navigating the Red Sea are subject to Houthis missile attacks and kidnappings, the
geostrategic importance of the Islands has been increased even more.

The Parties have opposing views on the controversy: Argentina considers it a
sovereignty dispute, not a boundary one. Therefore, in Argentina’s view, the dispute
cannot be reduced to a mere (maritime) delimitation issue between neighbors,
because it is essentially and foremost, a territorial one: the UK illegally occupied the
islands in 1833 by an act of force, never acquiesced by Buenos Aires.Consequently,
Argentina does not recognize the UK as a coastal State.

Britain for its part, especially after 1982, sees the question mainly as a self-
determination, where the wishes of the islanders are paramount. Under this view,
the 1982 war settled the territorial dispute and the only point to be discussed is
the maritime boundaries between their overlapping, exclusive economic zones and
continental shelves in conformity with the 1982 UN Convention on Law of the Sea.
London is only willing to discuss the sovereignty issue, if and when the Islanders
want to. According to the Constitution adopted in 2009, the islands are not a British
Crown colony anymore but a “British Overseas Territory” (BOT) with an increasing
degree of autonomy from London“ The islands with a GDP of approximately U$
206.400.00 and a per capita income of U$ 70.8005, higher than the UK income (U$
55.210) are economically self-sufficient except for defense expenditures paid by UK
which amount to over U$ 74.000.000, plus the recent refurbishment of the Mount
Pleasant Base at a cost of U$ 8.500.000.°

Malvinas as a sovereignty dispute

In every sovereignty dispute, the essential question to be asked is the following:
which of the two States claiming sovereign rights over the same territory, has the
best legal title to it? Normally, in the discussion of a territorial dispute, States invoke

not just one title, but a plurality of legal titles.” International law provides two main
principles to determine which State has the best title to the territory: the principle
of “intertemporal law” and the principle of the ‘“critical date". According to the
first one, in any territorial controversy the rights of the Parties must be assessed
in accordance with the law in force at the relevant time, that is, when the dispute
was consolidated, it's a sort of “time tunnel”. The judge must determine the merits
of the case, not in accordance with the law in force at the time the controversy
is submitted to the tribunal but in conformity with the law in force at the critical
date.The critical date sets the point of time at which the material facts of a dispute
have occurred and after which the actions of the Parties can no longer affect the
issue. It is the date on which a dispute over a territory “crystallizes”. Figuratively, the
critical date can be defined as the moment when the “hands of the clock stop”.
From that date onwards, the acts of the Parties cannot improve their legal positions,
but their omissions (acquiescence) can certainly weaken them. That is the reason of
the importance of consistent legal position of Argentina in protesting any unilateral
act executed by Britain, be it a concession of illegal fishing licenses, oil exploration
licenses or military exercises. These formal diplomatic notes of protest preclude
Britain from invoking prescriptive acquisition.

Argentina’s Titles

Argentina invokes discovery by Esteban Gomez, a member of the Magallanes
Expedition in 1520, effective and uninterrupted occupation by Spain from 1767 to
1811 and bilateral treaties signed between Spain and Great Britain in the XVI and XVII
centuries establishing areas of influence in their respective colonial possessions in
the Americas. In 1816, when Argentina declared its independence from the Spanish
Crown, it became Spain’s legal successor in application of the principle of the “uti
possidetis iuris”. This is an essential point. In 1820, Argentina formally and publicly
declared its possession of the Islands. This formal and pubic act of possession was
followed in 1823 by concessions of lands and fishing licenses. In 1829 Luis Vernet was
appointed the first Governor of the Islands exercising effective acts of jurisdiction.
In 1825, Argentina and Great Britain signed a “Treaty of Friendship, Commerce
and Navigation”, which in the XIX century was interpreted as a recognition of the
newly independent State. On that occasion, Britain did not make any reservation
concerning Malvinas. On January 3rd, 1833 (critical date) Capitan Onslow took
the island by an illegal act of force on behalf of King George Il and expelled the
legitimate authorities. At the same time, British settlers were transferred to the
Islands and Argentine citizens were forbidden from legally residing in the Islands.
In a word, for Argentina it is a sovereignty dispute in the context of decolonization.

British Titles

Britain claims discovery by John Davis in 1592, a member and alleged deserter
of the Thomas Cavendish’ second expedition to the South Atlantic, and Richard
Hawkings in 1594 in the service of Queen Elizabeth | of England.® The first landing
was attributed to John Strong in 1690 and the occupation of Port Egmont in “Islas
de las Cruzadas”, close to Gran Malvina in 1765°. From the territorial point of view, the
official British position is pretty basic: prior discovery and subsequent occupation.
This was the position adopted by Viscount Palmerston in January 1834 in response
to Argentine’s earlier diplomatic note of protest. This is the British official line to this
day."°

Legal Assessment

Let's dwell briefly on some of the territorial arguments invoked by the British to
determine their actual legal relevance. First of all, like we said at the beginning of
this article, the Parties to a controversy normally invoke not just one legal title but
a plurality of legal titles to a disputed territory to back their respective positions.
Consequently, in international law, the key factor is to determine which State has
the best title among the different titles being invoked. This is when the principles of
intertemporal law and critical date interplay.

According to the “Island of Palmas” case", in the XV and XVI centuries, discovery
had become an inchoate title, that is to say, an imperfect one, which had to be
perfected by a subsequent effective occupation within a reasonable period of time.
In view of this arbitral award, discovery by itself is not the preeminent title.

Actually, the first ones to settle in the Islands were neither the Spanish nor
the English but the French in 1764, headed by Captain Louis de Bouganville who
departed from the Port of Saint Mald in France, giving its name to the Islands,
“Malouines”. He established the capital in Port Louis, in Soledad Island, not far
from the present capital, accompanied originally by 29 men. After Bougainville’s
third visit to the Islands, the population increased to 130. When the news of the
French occupation of the Islands reached Madrid, diplomatic tension aroused
between Madrid and Paris but finally, in 1767, the French Bourbons recognized
the prior and sovereign rights of the Spanish Bourbons, and the Islands were duly
restituted to Spain. In 1769, by orders of the Spanish Governor of Buenos Aires, the
British Garrison was expelled from Port Egmont. Both countries were on the brink

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of war. The location of the Malvinas Islands was strategic then as it is now, since up
to the construction of the Panama Canal in 1904, the Strait of Magellan was the only
natural passage between the Atlantic and the Pacific. Finally, in conformity with the
Masserano-Rochefort Agreement, signed between Britain and Spain in 1771, Spain
made a partial restitution to Britain (only of Port Egmont). The reinstatement of
the British garrison at Port Egmont, together with Spanish disavowal of the use of
force, was effected for the purpose of repairing the offense caused to the British
King. However, this was conceded under an express qualification which the English
accepted: such restoration “cannot nor ought in any way affect the question of
the prior right of sovereignty over the Malvinas Islands, otherwise called Falkland
Islands™? After a period of just 3 years, the British abandoned the islands in 1774
invoking economic reasons and leaving just a lead plate, claiming possession for
King George lll, who two years later, would lose his 13 American colonies.

In summary, the evidence indicates that a) the British did not discover the
archipelago, and even if for the sake of argument, we concede they had, no acts were
performed, symbolic or otherwise, manifesting the intention (animus) to acquire
the islands until 1765, b) the occupation of Port Egmont in 1765 was not the first
one (the French had already occupied Soledad Island in 1764), c) it was partial (only
Port Egmont, a small island close to Gran Malvina), d) it was clandestine until they
met the French, and most importantly ,it did not endure through time since Britain
abandoned the Islands in 1774, only to return in 1833. Again, in international law, the
prevalent element is not the invocation of “just” a territorial title, but the evidence of
the “best title”". A mere lead plate cannot prevail against effective occupation®.

The effective and continuous occupation by Spain from 1767 to 1811, materialized
by an uninterrupted succession of 32 Spanish resident Governors who depended
on either from Buenos Aires or Montevideo is of the utmost importance, since
Argentina is the legal successor of the Spanish titles in application of the principle
of the uti possidetis iuris. The principle, widely used in the decolonization of Latin
America, was invokedand explained 150 years later, by the International Court of
Justice in the context of the decolonization of Africa and is presently considered a
norm of customary international law'. It means that the newly formed sovereign
States maintain the internal borders of the former colonial power. The administrative
borders of the Viceroyalty of the River Plate, became therefore, Argentina’s
international borders, including the Malvinas Islands. This principle guarantees the
stability of international borders and minimizes territorial conflicts.

Bilateral treaties, mainly the Treaty of Madrid (1670)", the Treaty of Utrecht (1713)
and the Treaty of Nootka Sound (1790)%, negotiated and signed between Britain
and Spain in the context of European conflicts, distributed areas of power and
influence of Madrid and London in relation to their colonial possessions in the
Americas. According to these treaties, never contested by Britain, both coasts of
North America were a sphere of power and influence of the United Kingdom while
conversely, both coasts of South America were a sphere of power and influence of
the Kingdom of Spain.

Can Britain invoke prescriptive acquisition? Certainly not. In international law,
prescriptive acquisition requires the fulfillment of certain basic requirements such
as pacific, public and continuous occupation. Buenos Aires formally protested the
British occupation by a diplomatic note presented to Mr. Parish, the British Consul
in Buenos Aires at the time, exactly 13 days after the occupation took place, on
January 16th, 1833. The lack of awareness of Mr. Parish of the situation proves that
the Argentine reaction was almost instantaneous. Argentina has protested British
illegal occupation periodically and consistently ever since. That is why Britain has
seldom invoked prescriptive acquisition. Furthermore, the United Nations General
Assembly resolution 2065 (XX), explicitly recognizes the existence of a sovereignty
dispute between Argentina and the UK over the Malvinas Islands, nullifying the
argument of prescriptive acquisition or adverse possession.

Can Britain invoke “conquest” since acquisition of territories by force was
not forbidden in 18332 To correctly answer this essential question, we must first
determine, according to the rules of international law in force in the mid XIX century
(intertemporal law), what the legal requirements for conquest were. There are two
situations: the first one is partial territorial annexation. It needed to be ratified by a
peace treaty; the second one is total annexation. Neither of the two hypotheses did
occur: Firstly, Argentina did not sign a peace treaty with the then British Empire.
On the contrary, it presented diplomatic notes of protest at regular intervals, never
consenting to the illegal occupation of its territory. Secondly, Argentina continued
to exist as an independent, sovereign State maintaining full diplomatic relations
with the UK.

And lastly, can it be alleged that the 1982 “South Atlantic Conflict” solved the
dispute forever and that the only issues to be discussed are practical ones, to
“normalize” relations between the islands and continental Argentina? Not at all. The
United Nations Resolution 37/9 adopted in November 1982, just five months after the
end of the war, is crystal clear on the subject: it calls upon Argentina and the UK to

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solve the “sovereignty dispute” peacefully. It means that the war did not put an end
to the controversy, even less, settle it. The resolution is fully consistent with article
2:4 of the UN Charter, considered a peremptory norm of international law, which
prohibits the acquisition of territories by force and article 2:3 which establishes the
obligation for Member States of peaceful settlement of international disputes.

Malvinas as a self-determination case

In order to properly discuss this issue, we must adequately interpret the two main
United Nation General Assembly resolutions on decolonization: the Resolution 1514
(XV)which proclaimstheright of all peoplesto free themselves from colonial rule and
Resolution 1541 (XV), which defines the “subject” of the right of self-determination
and how to implement that right. Both resolutions were adopted by the General
Assembly in December 1960 and became norms of customary international law.

1. - Resolution 1514 (XV)

Considered the “Charter of Decolonization”, it proclaims the need to end
colonialism in all its forms and manifestations. It defines external self- determination
as the right of colonial peoples to freely determine their political status and to freely
pursue their economic, social and economic development. In another words, it is
the right of a “people” to freely choose the sovereignty under which they wish to
live. But the right of self-determination, like every right, is not an absolute one. It
does have limits. The limit is the territorial integrity of existing States, which means
that “any attempt aimed at the partial or total disruption of the unity and territorial
integrity of a country isincompatible with the purposes and principles of the Charter
of the United Nations"”. We must recall once more that Great Britain recognized
Argentina’s independence in 1825 without making any reservation concerning the
sovereignty of the Malvinas Islands.

2. - Resolution 1541 (XV)

It defines the “subject” of the right of self-determination, indirectly through
the definition of “non-self-governing territories” incorporated in Chapter Xl of the
UN Charter. It contains a geographical element and a human one. The “non-self-
governing territory” must be geographically separated from the metropolis and
its population must be differentiated from the “colonizers”. It must be ethnically
and/or culturally distinct from the Administering Power. And here comes into play
the vital concept of “people” since not every “population” constitutes a “people” in
the sense of international law. Only a “people” in the sense of international law, is
entitled to the right of self-determination. There are here three important elements

to take into account regarding the definition of “peoples” who can enjoy the right
of self-determination:

Firstly, a shared identity, that is to say,a common ethnicity, religion, and language
among other traits. Additional elements may be inter alia, of an administrative,
political, juridical, economic or historical nature. Secondly, there must be a difference
between the “colonizer” the “settler population” and the “colonized population”,
the “indigenous population”. And thirdly, do every “people” have the right of self-
determination? Resolution 1514 (XV) is very clear in that respect: only the peoples
subjected to alien subjugation, domination or exploitation have the right of self-
determination.®

Legal assessment

Contrary to what is generally believed, “decolonization” and “self-determination”
are not synonymous. In effect, not all cases of “decolonization” are settled by the
application of the principle of “self-determination”. One such case is Malvinas,
where the General Assembly in Resolution 2065 (XX) has recognized the existence
of a “sovereignty dispute” between Argentina and the United Kingdom. The
right of self- determination, when it applies, can be implemented through three
options, enunciated by Resolution 1541 (XV): independence (the majority option),
free association with an independent State (Puerto Rico) or integration with an
independent State (French Antilles).

In the Malvinas case, we cannot distinguish between “colonizer” and “colonized”.
Thereis no “native” population assuch. Itisan “imported”, population “transplanted”
from Britain in the mid to late XIX century. It is mainly a population of “settlers”.
Only 44 % of the 3.000 inhabitants of the Islands were born in the islands. Moreover,
it's an “artificial” population, in the sense that no foreigner can acquire land or
reside legally in the Islands without the express approval of the Governor General
appointed directly by the Crown™. The status of “Falklander” can only be granted by
the Governor. Argentines cannot legally reside or buy property in the Islands. It is
interesting to notethatin1982,the UK Permanent Representative at the UN affirmed
that “the British people of the Islands has lived peacefully in British territory for a
century and a half"?°>.Moreover, in the 2001 census, it is asserted that: “the inherent
British nature of the Islands remains practically unaltered.”? In the census of 2012
and 2021 however, with the aim of concealing that the majority of the population
is of British origin, a new question is included in the census “national identity”.

This is a clear attempt by the islanders to create a “differentiated identity” not only
from Argentina but fundamentally, from Britain in order to claim the right to self-
determination. Though the census goes at great lengths to demonstrate that 71
different nationalities live in the Islands, it has no other option but to admit that the
predominantly foreign nationality is British. On top of that, only 1530 persons were
born in the islands, the equivalent of 44.6% of the total population. Besides, all of
them, since 1983, have been considered full British citizens.

As we see from Resolution 1514 (XV), the element of “discrimination”, of
“subjugation” is of the essence. There are no such elements in the Malvinas case.
Moreover, since 1983, as we have just said, the islanders are British citizens. So, we
conclude that Malvinas is a case of a “colonized territory” rather than a “colonized
people”. The United Nations Resolution 2065 (XX) settles the issue. It clearly
characterizes the “Malvinas Question” as a special colonial case where the principle
of self-determination does not apply because there is an underlying sovereignty
dispute between the UK and Argentina that must be solved by the two countries
taking into account the “interests” of the population. Here there are some key
elements that, taken together, clearly exclude the application of the principle of
self- determination: a) “sovereignty” dispute; b) peaceful solution of the dispute
by the two Parties to it, namely and exclusively, the UK and Argentina (therefore
there are no three parties: Argentina, the UK and the islanders)?; c) the controversy
must be solved taking into account the “interests” of their islanders but not their
“wishes”. The latter word is synonymous of self-determination in international law.
To support this statement, it must be emphasized that none of the 10 resolutions
adopted by the General Assembly or over the 40 resolutions adopted by the Special
Committee on Decolonization specifically on the “Malvinas Question”, incorporate
the principle of self - determination. Moreover, two attempts by Britain to introduce
amendments in 1985 to include the principle of self-determination in the General
Assembly resolutions were rejected by vast majorities.

Negotiations between 1966 and 1982

After the adoption of Resolution 2065 (XX) in December 1965, a fruitful and intense
period of negotiations started between Argentina and the United Kingdom over
the substance of the issue: that is the sovereignty over the Islands. And this marks a
very important difference with the negotiations that have been taking place from
1990 onwards, when full diplomatic relations were reestablished after the armed
conflict of 1982. The latter deal with practical issues such as fisheries conservation, oil

exploration and exploitation and communications between continental Argentina
and the lIslands, etc. but the issue of sovereignty was seldom addressed due to
the systematic refusal of the United Kingdom, despite Argentina’s best good faith
efforts and the repeated calls from the international community.

1.- The “lease back” In 1968 Argentina and Britain initialized (not signed) a
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) according to which, London as a
“final solution” to the question of sovereignty recognized the Argentine title
to the territory in exchange for a transitional period to be agreed upon, of
British administration as a guarantee that the islanders’ “way of life” would be
preserved. At the end of the mentioned period, Argentina would exercise full
sovereignty. It was a short term “lease back”, based on the distinction between
“legal title” to a territory and the “exercise of sovereign powers"” over a territory.
Once the Argentine titles to the territory were recognized by Britain, Argentina,
as sovereign, would then lease the territory to the UK for a fixed period of time.
Once that period was concluded, Argentina would have both the title to the
territory and the exercise of sovereign powers over it. When the news of the
Memorandum became known to the islanders and particularly to the “Falkland
Islands Company” (FIC), the colonial style company which owned 90% of the
land until 1983 and was the only source of private employment in the islands,
the MOU collapsed. The powerful FIC lobbying in London was quickly activated
and, in the end, Westminster did not approve the agreement. It was a lost
opportunity.

2.- The condominium: In 1974, London proposed an Anglo-Argentine
condominium. The idea was received positively by the Argentine Government.
A counter proposal was swiftly presented by Argentina in order to discuss
and seek a negotiated solution. Buenos Aires offered the alternative of a
“joint administration” instead of “shared sovereignty”, and for that purpose,
it took the main points of the British proposal, namely two flags, passports,
administration, legal system and complemented it with other important issues
which had not been included, such as nationality, languages, currency, et al. In
the end, for different reasons, the proposal failed.

3. - Long term leaseback: In 1980, during the Thatcher Administration, the idea of
a long-term lease back was floated but it encountered strong resistance from
the Islanders who were informally sounded on the idea. For the population,
the only acceptable option was the freezing of the sovereignty dispute.
Consequently, the UK abandoned any proposals on lease-back. %

The war broke out on April 2nd, 1982. A ceasefire agreement was signed on June

14th, 1982. During those long 74 days, mediation efforts firstly led by US Secretary
State Alexander Haig, then Peruvian President Fernando Belaunde Terry and finally
by United Nations Secretary General Javier Perez de Cuellar, did not bear fruit.

The substantive differences between the Parties concerning the future status of
the Islands could not be bridged. The sinking of the “Crucero General Belgrano”
on May 2nd, 1982, outside the self-proclaimed British 200 nautical miles exclusion
zone around the Islands, annihilated any chance of a ceasefire and of a transitional
arrangement. Britain commenced its final and massive attack on 21 May 1982.

Negotiations during and after the 1990's

The eight years of non-diplomatic relations were only interrupted by a failed
meeting in Berne in 1983, where the positions of the Parties were far apart.

The “Madrid Joint Statement” of 19 October 1989 (Madrid ), which reestablished
consular relations, was followed on 15 February 1990 by the second “Joint
Statement”(Madrid Il) which reestablished full diplomatic relations between London
and Buenos Aires and launched a new negotiation dynamic.

The main initial aim was to gradually recover confidence and trust between
Argentina and Britain, including the islanders. Consequently, a series of confidence
building measures were agreed upon. Argentina’s ultimate aim was to gradually
restart the sovereignty discussions interrupted by the war in 1982.

The “Madrid Agreements” established the “sovereignty formula”, informally
called the “sovereignty umbrella”, according to which any understandings reached
between the Parties, on practical issues, such as air links, fisheries conservation; oil
exploration, demining, etc., do not imply any change on the respective positions of
either Argentina or the UK over the sovereignty of the Islands or of their respective
maritime surrounding areas.?® The formula is also important for two other reasons: it
isthefirsttime afterthe end of the war, that the UK explicitly recognizes the existence
of a sovereignty dispute and London also admits that the dispute encompass not
only Malvinas Islands but also South Georgia Islands, South Sandwich Islands and
the surrounding maritime areas, which at the time of the adoption of Resolution
2065 (XX), were Malvina's dependencies.

In “Madrid 1" the two governments noted that all hostilities between them had
ceased. It was a de facto ceasefire since there had not been a formal declaration

of war and more importantly, both countries undertook not to pursue any claim
against each other in respect of loss or damage arising from hostilities. They
renounced to claim war damages. In the Joint Statement agreed on 15 February
1990 (“Madrid II"), full diplomatic relations were reestablished, and the UK lifted the
200 miles exclusion military zone imposed during the armed conflict. A number of
confidence building measures were also agreed and implemented through four
annexes?®,

As a result of the “Madrid Agreements”, a “Joint Declaration on Fisheries
Conservation” (1990), a “Joint Declaration on Cooperation over offshore activities
in the Southwest Atlantic” (1995), a “Joint Declaration on Communications” (1999)
between the islands and continental Argentina and a “Joint Declaration on
Private flights" (2001) were agreed among others. The “Joint Declaration” of 1995
was denounced by Argentina in 2007 due to Britain's unilateral granting of oil
exploration licenses in violation of the understanding reached in 1995. The rest of
the joint declarations are in force.

In 2016 Argentina and the UK signed an agreement, called the “Humanitarian
Project Plan”, entrusting the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) with
the forensic identification of the Argentine soldiers buried in the Darwin Cemetery
unidentified. The families of the Argentine soldiers identified through this process
were subsequently able to visit and name their relatives’ graves. It was the first
substantive agreement signed with Britain concerning the Islands in 15 years. It had
exclusively humanitarian purposes. It was considered by the Red Cross as a “leading
case” of cooperation between the two Parties despite the ongoing dispute over the
territory. The event was widely and positively reflected in the international press.

A new stage in the negotiations started then after long eight years of diplomatic
silence. But there is a fundamental difference between the negotiations carried out
before and after 1982: during the first period, the negotiations dealt with the substance
oftheissue, that isto say, the sovereignty dispute. After the war, the negotiations focused
mainly but not exclusively, on practical issues, in order to restore peace and normality in
the Southwest Atlantic, postponing for a certain period of time, the principal discussion:
the sovereignty over the Islands. For Argentina, this transition deemed essential for
confidence building after the war, was always conceived as means to achieve an end: to
restart, when the time was ripe, the discussion on sovereignty. However, Britain seemed
(and seems) comfortable with the status quo. London conditions any discussion on
sovereignty to this day to the consent of the Islanders. The Foreign Office does not
reject any discussion on sovereignty flatly, but quite smartly, argues that it will only
do so, when and if the Islanders wish so. This line of thought is dangerous because
it purports to introduce a third party with a veto power in a dispute which has been
defined by all United Nations resolutions as a bilateral one.

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Possible alternatives

We will briefly refer now to some possible alternatives. Some of them imply
a definitive solution to the sovereignty dispute while others are transitional
arrangements.

“Lease back” for a pre- established period, as discussed in the seventies. Hong
Kong is valid and useful model. In accordance with the Joint Declaration of the
Governments of the United Kingdom and the People’s Republic of China on the
“Question of Hong Kong”, the latter recovered full sovereignty over the territory on
1 July 1997 and created an “Administrative Special Region” with a high degree of
autonomy, except for defense and foreign relations. China assumed the obligation
to maintain Hong Kong agreed status for 50 years.?’ In the case of Malvinas, the
status of the British military base at Mount Pleasant must be addressed.

The “condominium” is the exception to the rule according to which two or more
sovereignties cannot coexist over the same territory. In the case of Malvinas, it will
imply accepting the sovereign titles alleged by Britain. For this reason, we are of
the opinion that a “Joint Administration” while negotiating sovereignty is a better
option. This is an example of a transitional arrangement.

“Free Associated State”: the best example is Puerto Rico. Argentina would retain
control of defense and foreign affairs while the islanders would enjoy an ample
degree of autonomy. This is not an alternative in the case of Malvinas because the
“Free-Associated State” is one of the options available under resolution 1541 (XV) for
the exercise of self - determination. It would recognize the Islanders as a “people”
with the right to self-determination. Besides, the option is not final. In the case of
Puerto Rico, several referenda have been taking place since 1952. In the case of
Malvinas, there is the risk of independence or free association with Britain.

Interim United Nations Administration: was an option discussed during the
1982 War to allow more time for negotiations, but nowadays is no longer valid. The
situation on the ground is different.

A regime of protection of minorities with international safeguards:It has two
requirements: the granting of special rights to the minority and the establishment
of an international procedure in case of violations. It will mean a larger degree of
autonomy than the one enjoyed presently by Argentine provinces within our federal
republican system. We may call it “autonomy plus”.

Aland Island solution: The Aland Islands were, along with Finland, a part of the
Kingdom of Sweden but became part of the Grand Duchy of Finland in 1809 when

Sweden was forced to relinquish Finland and the Aland Islands to the Russian
Empire. In 1917, when Finland gained its independence, the representatives of the
Aland’'s municipalities sought reunion with Sweden, but Finland refused. In 1921
the League of Nations granted Finland sovereignty over the Islands but was placed
under the obligation to guarantee to the population of the islands their Swedish
culture, language, local customs and the system of self-government.?®

Conclusions

1.- The “Malvinas Question” is essentially a sovereignty dispute in a colonial
context. Therefore, the resolution of the issue of sovereignty must necessarily
and inevitably precede any discussion regarding the rights of the Islanders
because it calls into question the legitimacy of the British presence itself on
the Islands. It is also important to bear in mind that Argentina’s claim is not
based on the proximity of the Islands to Argentina, but on title. Argentina
has consistently demonstrated to have the best titles to the Islands. This is an
argument that is strong enough for the inapplicability of self-determination.
British titles are defective, therefore, any claim by or on behalf of the Islanders
to self-determination is incapable of displacing Argentine’s sovereignty
arguments?.

2. - One of aspects to remark is that the dispute has remained alive, and it gained
intensity especially after the adoption of resolution 2065 (XV). For Argentina, the
“Malvinas Question” is a State policy independent of the political party in power.
All Argentine democratic governments, naturally with varied approaches
and tactics, have been consistent in urging for a negotiated solution to the
sovereignty dispute, putting a special emphasis on the “interests” of the
population.

3.- The islanders do not constitute a “people” in the sense and with the
consequences that such a category has in international law. They are not
an “indigenous population”. Therefore, the referendum that was carried out
in the Islands in 2013 is null and void and not opposable to Argentina for the
following reasons: according to the UN Charter, Malvinas is one of the 17 “non-
self- governing territories” undergoing the process of decolonization. Any
such referendum must be organized under the auspices of the Committee
on Decolonization and supervised by UN observers. None of that happened.
Besides, the exercise of the right of self-determination, by definition, as set out
in resolution 1541 (XV) implies options, choices. In the case of this referendum,

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there was only one question: “Do you wish the Falkland Islands to retain their
current political status as an Overseas Territory of the United Kingdom? YES
or NO". *° The way the question was drafted points to two key aspects of the
referendum. First, Argentina is clearly targeted as the “factor” that made the
referendum necessary. Secondly, the promoters of the referendum seem to
have no doubt about the outcome. What is at stake is merely the maintenance
of the status quo. The result was 99.8% in favor of remaining a “British Overseas
Territory”® For all these reasons, the results are not opposable to Argentina
and have not been taken into account by the Decolonization Committee, as
it is clear from the resolution adopted by consensus on 18 June 2024, urging
Argentina and the United Kingdom to resume negotiations on the “sovereignty
dispute”

4. - The peculiar nature of this colonial case must be clearly exposed in the
international fora, and careful attention should be given to the recent tendency
of the Islanders to present themselves as having a “differentiated identity” as
reflected in the census of 2012 and 2021. Along the same lines, the increasing
lobby being exercised by the Islanders through “public diplomacy” dealing
directly with foreign officials in the United States, Canada and Trinidad &
Tobago among other countries, is also a matter of concern. In the same context,
in the last 20 years, there has been a growing tendency by Britain to delegate
competences in key areas such as the granting of fishing and oil exploration
licenses, and civil aviation administration in the “local government”, in contrast
to the situation before the war where most of the jurisdictional competences
remained in the hands of the colonial authorities.

5.- Considering the wording of the Special Committee on Decolonization
resolutions on the Malvinas Question “a special and particular case of
decolonization”, the negotiation strategy must follow two simultaneous tracks
mutually complementary and reinforcing: a multilateral one and a bilateral
one.

6.- The Malvinas Question is one of the few sovereignty disputes arising out
of the XIX century which is still debated annually at the United Nations, the
Organization of American States (at the level of Foreign Ministers), the G-77 +
China and other relevant international fora.

7.- The United Nations General Assembly has adopted 10 specific resolutions
on the Malvinas Question, while the Special Commmittee on Decolonization has
adopted over 40 resolutions calling both Parties for the peaceful settlement of
the sovereignty dispute. We will recall four of them.

7.]. The adoption of resolution 2065 (XX) in December 1965%, was instrumental
in launching the substantive negotiation process that took place from 1966
to 1982. It provided, as stated above, the essential legal framework for the
diplomatic negotiations.

7.2. At Argentina’s initiative, the General Assembly declared in 1973 through
resolution 3160 (XXVIII) “the need to accelerate the negotiations between the
Governments of Argentina and the United Kingdom ..called for in General
Assembly resolution 2065 (XX) in order to arrive at a peaceful solution of the
conflict of sovereignty between them..."”s>,

7.3. Another important resolution was adopted by the General Assembly in
December 1976.Resolution 31/49 calls upon the Parties to refrain from
taking unilateral actions that preclude the outcome of the dispute. This is
of particular relevance in relation to the exploration and exploitation of
natural resources, in particular due to the granting of illegal fishing and oil
exploration licenses by the local authorities” in the Islands*. The Southwest
Atlantic is the largest remaining fishing ground for “illex squid” in the world.
The so called “Falkland Island Conservation Zone” (FICZ) together with the
“Falkland Island Outer Conservation Zone” (FOCZ), extending to 200 nautical
miles around the Islands, are obviously not recognized by Argentina, and have
been duly protested. The policy adopted by the local “government” to grant
long term fishing licenses (25 years) is contrary to resolution 31/49. Revenues
from fisheries amount for approximately 45% of the Islands budget.

7.4. Finally, Resolution 37/9 adopted by the General Assembly in November 1982,
five months after the end of the South Atlantic conflict, is important for two
issues in particular.

In the first place, operative paragraph 1° requests both Governments “to resume
negotiationsin order to find as soon as possible a peaceful solution to the sovereignty
dispute relating to the Question of the Falkland Islands (Malvinas”), which clearly
means that the war neither put end to the sovereignty dispute nor even less solved
it. The word “resume” is important, because it means that there were negotiations
before 1982.

In the second place and equally important, operative paragraph 2° “requests the
Secretary-General on the basis of the present resolution, to undertake a renewed
mission of good offices in order to assist the Parties in complying with the request
made in paragraph 1 above (settle the sovereignty dispute) and take the necessary

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steps to that end”.** This mission could not materialize due to British refusal.

As we have already mentioned, multilateral diplomacy will not solve the issue,
but it gives it the proper legal framework and keep a XIX century dispute alive on
the international agenda, which is relevant for the success of bilateral negotiations.

8.- On the bilateral front, Argentina must persist and insist on resuming
sovereignty negotiations as called upon by the UN resolutions, as all Argentine
democratic governments have done since 1983. It will take time, a concerted
effort and a systematic and consistent approach. Argentina must prove that it
is a trustable partner, and consequently, that the future of the Islands lie with
continental Argentina rather than with a faraway Power. Confidence-building
measures and a serious strategy of rapprochement with the Islanders are part
of it. In principle, all “practical” issues under the “sovereignty formula” can and
should be included in the negotiations: fisheries conservation, oil exploration
and even exploitation, with appropriate safeguards and agreed areas of
application. Commmunications and closer links with continental Argentina
should be encouraged, as in the seventies, but at the same time, no issues
should be excluded: that is a comprehensive and bona fide discussion on the
sovereignty dispute. This is a sine qua non condition. Argentina must not cave
in to the British demand to discuss all issues, excluding sovereignty.

9. - Any viable solution must include a proper and mutually agreed scheme of
international safeguards to preserve the “interests” and the “way of life” of
the Islanders in compliance with General Assembly Resolution 2065 (XX) and
Argentina’s own Constitution.

10. -The Aland Island or Hong Kong models,among others, might well be revisited.
Areturntothestatusquoante,though desirable, may prove objectively difficult
due to the developments in the Islands since 1982. Transitional arrangements
should be discussed constructively at the negotiating table. A building blocks
strategy may be useful to generate mutual trust, but the final purpose of the
negotiations should be, as prescribed in Argentina’'s Constitution, the full
recovery of our sovereignty over the Malvinas Islands, South Sandwich and
South Georgia Islands and the surrounding maritime spaces®.

Abstract: India's maritime security is not merely a national concern; it
holds significant global implications owing to its extensive coastline, strategic
geographical location, and burgeoning economic and geopolitical interests. The
Indian Ocean, often called the “Indian Ocean Rim”, due to the multitude of nations it
borders, serves as a vital conduit for international trade, energy transportation, and
geopolitical maneuvering. In this dynamic maritime theater, India's role emerges as
pivotal, shaping and being shaped by a complex interplay of economic aspirations,
security imperatives, and geopolitical dynamics. This research paper delves into
the multifaceted dimensions of India’s maritime security, analyzing its challenges
to India's maritime security and the strategies employed to address them in the
Maritime domain of India in the Indian Ocean region.
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Introduction

India's maritime security has garnered substantial attention in its foreign policy
discourse in light of the evolving geo-strategic landscape in the Indo-Pacific region.
This heightened focus stems from several key factors: Firstly, the rapid ascent of
China as a significant global power, particularly in maritime affairs, has prompted
India to reassess its maritime security posture. China's assertiveness in maritime
territories and expanding naval capabilities have raised concerns regarding its
security interests for India. Secondly, the importance of sea lines of commmunication
(SLOCs) must be balanced for India, given its heavy reliance on maritime trade. 90%
of India’s trade by volume and 90 % of our oil imports occur through sea (Ministry
of External Affairs, 2015). Safeguarding these vital routes is imperative for India's
economic sustenance and energy security. Furthermore, the Indo-Pacific region has
witnessed a surge in strategic rivalries and competition among major powers. This
dynamic, driven by geopolitical interests and security concerns, underscores the
need for India to bolster its maritime security capabilities to navigate this complex
landscape effectively. Moreover, China's “String of Pearls” strategy, establishing
strategic ports and infrastructure through its BRI across the Indian Ocean region,
directly challengesIndia's maritime security (Ashraf,2017). Thisencirclement strategy
compels India to enhance its maritime capabilities and forge strategic partnerships
to counterbalance China’s expanding influence.Lastly, the strategic significance of
the Indian Ocean cannot be overstated, as it serves as a critical conduit for global
trade and commerce. Recognizing this, India seeks to play a pivotal role in shaping
its security architecture and safeguarding its interests while promoting stability and
cooperation among regional stakeholders.

Further, after the 26/11 terror attack in Mumbai, India took several significant
initiatives to strengthen its maritime security. Firstly, it established the Information
Management and Analysis Centre (IMAC), the National Maritime Domain Awareness,
to enhance its monitoring and tracking capabilities of maritime activities within its
waters.Secondly, India intensified its coastal security mechanisms by enhancing
coordination among various agencies responsible for maritime security, including
the Indian Navy, Coast Guard, Marine Police, and intelligence agencies.Thirdly,
Investments in coastal infrastructure development have been significant, notably
through initiatives like the Coastal Security Scheme (CSS). CSS Phase | received 495
crore INR, while Phase Il secured 1579 crore INR (FICCI, 2017). The Coastal Surveillance
Network (CSN) is another key project implemented in two phases. In CSN Phase |,
remote static sensors were installed at 46 locations across India, costing 1814.32 crore
in 2020 (Levina, 2022). Phase Il aims to enhance coverage by adding 38 stations to the
radar network, with an allocated budget of 800 crore (ET Online, 2018). Furthermore,
the Government of India (Gol) initiated a scheme for issuing biometric identity (ID)
cards to coastal fishermen, with a total expenditure of 72 crore INR (FICCI, 2017).
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Fourthly, India engaged in bilateral and multilateral cooperation with other
countries and international organizations to combat maritime threats such as piracy,
terrorism, and smuggling. This involved joint patrols, exercises, and information-
sharing initiatives to enhance maritime security. Fifthly, India focused on capacity
building of its maritime security forces through training programs, acquisition of
advanced technology and equipment, and strengthening maritime infrastructure.
These initiatives have significantly impacted the exclusive economic zones in the
Indian Ocean region at regional and global strategic levels. Furthermore, they have
amplified India’s geo-strategic significance, contributing to its regional economic
and strategic interests.

Thus, in this context, India's heightened focus on maritime security in its foreign
policy lexicon is a response to the multifaceted challenges posed by China’s rise,
the imperative to protect vital sea routes, increasing strategic rivalries, and the
need to assert its influence in shaping the security dynamics of the Indo-Pacific
region. Therefore, this research paper will analyze India's maritime challenges and
the strategies employed to address them in India’s maritime domain in the Indian
Ocean region.

Challenges to India’s Maritime Security

Traditional security threats to India's maritime security encompass various
challenges that have persisted over time and continue to pose significant risks
to the nation’s coastal and maritime interests. These threats primarily stem from
geopolitical rivalries, Maritime Piracy, and terrorism.

Geopolitical Rivalry

Geopolitical rivalry in the Indian Ocean constitutes a significant concern for
India’'s maritime security. Historically, India’s strategic position within the region
has imposed upon it the role of being a net security provider, fostering stability
and safeguarding interests. However, this responsibility has proven to be a double-
edged sword, as it entails confronting both known and unforeseen challenges.
Consequently, the dynamics of the Indian Ocean’s geopolitics, intertwined with
India’s maritime security interests, have engendered intense rivalry between New
Delhi and external actors, notably China. Examining specific facets of this rivalry
elucidates its profound implications for India’s maritime security landscape.

First, the Indian Ocean serves as a pivotal geopolitical arena where major powers,
including India, China, and the United States, alongside regional players, compete
for influence and strategic dominance. This competition is notably exemplified
by China's consistent presence in the Indian Ocean and its endeavors to bolster



strategic assets through initiatives like the maritime Silk Road, particularly focusing
on small island states such as Sri Lanka, Maldives, Seychelles, and Mauritius. These
developments were propelled by two factors: First, China faces considerable
strategic disadvantages in the Indian Ocean; second, China has few dependable
security relationships in the region (Brewster,2014). These geopolitical dynamics are
further underscored by the contest for access to vital sea lanes, control over maritime
chokepoints, and establishment of naval bases, all of which directly impinge
upon India’'s maritime security interests. A recent development of significance
is the signing of a military assistance agreement between Maldives and China,
which marks a notable milestone in their bilateral relationship. This development
has significant implications for India’s relationship with Maldives and its regional
interests.

Second, the escalation of geopolitical rivalry in the Indian Ocean has increased
naval presence and power projection among competing nations. Notably, the
Chinese navy's expanding presence and operational capabilities in the Indian Ocean
have raised concerns for New Delhi. Indian Navy Chief R Hari Kumar has stated that
at any given time, there are typically 3-6 Chinese warships operating in the Indian
Ocean Region, alongside 2-4 Chinese research vessels and fishing vessels (PTI,
2023). In response to this strategic landscape, India, as a significant regional power,
is actively seeking to maintain a dominant naval posture to safeguard its maritime
interests and counterbalance the influence of rival powers, particularly China. This
involves fostering strategic partnerships with other resident powers such as France,
the United States, and the United Kingdom (Baruah, 2019).

Third, the Infrastructure development and investment in the Indian Ocean
region have fueled geopolitical rivalry, particularly as littoral states in the region
often lack significant infrastructure and investment. Xi Jinping has capitalized upon
this need through his flagship Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). For example, Chinese
infrastructure investment in Sri Lanka totaled $12.1 billion between 2006 and July
2019, equivalent to 14 percent of Sri Lanka's 2018 GDP (Wignaraja, Panditaratne,
Kannangara, & Hundlani, 2020). Similarly, by 2018, the Maldives owed China $3 billion,
a significant sum given the island nation’s annual economic output of $4.9 billion
(Mishra, 2024). These investments predominantly focus on maritime infrastructure,
including ports, naval bases, and maritime surveillance systems.

From India’s perspective, efforts have been made to modernize naval facilities
and expand maritime domain awareness capabilities to counterbalance the rising
influence of rival powers. This is evident through initiatives such as the Coastal
Security Scheme, which has facilitated much-needed infrastructure development
to bolster coastal police security. Under the Coastal Surveillance Radar System, a
chain of Integrated Coastal Surveillance Systems (ICSS) has been commissioned,
capable of detecting sub-20-meter boats such as county boats, dinghies, and
fishing vessels in heavy sea clutter environments and all weather conditions (DRDO,
n.d.). Additionally, the Information Management and Analysis Centre (IMAC),
established after the 26/11 Mumbai terror attacks, serves as the nodal agency for
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maritime information and monitoring. Efforts are underway to upgrade IMAC into
the National Maritime Domain Awareness (NMDA) center.

Lastly, partnerships and alliances among like-minded nations in the Indian
Ocean have intensified geopolitical rivalries while also bolstering their maritime
security posture. A prime example of such cooperation is the quadrilateral
partnership between India, the United States, Australia, and Japan (Kaura, 2020).
This alliance underscores a collective response to the hegemonic rise of China and
its disregard for the rule of law in the region. The emergence of China's military and
economic prowess has cast a dark and ambitious shadow over the Indian Ocean
region. Consequently, the security alliance formed by liberal democracies in the
Indian Ocean serves as a strategic bloc to counter Chinese influence in the region.
Moreover, it seeks to collectively address shared security challenges and uphold a
rule-based maritime order.

Maritime Piracy

The International Maritime Bureau defines piracy as ‘an act of boarding any vessel
to commit theft or any other crime and with the intent or capability to use force in
the furtherance of that act (ICC International Maritime Bureau, 1999). The definition
encompasses a broad range of criminal activities, including theft and other crimes,
committed through boarding any vessel. This comprehensive scope ensures that
various forms of piracy, such as armed robbery, hijacking, and kidnapping, are
covered under the definition.

In the Indian context, the recent enactment of the Anti-Maritime Piracy Bill
(2019) in December 2022 underscores the continued emphasis on countering
maritime piracy in the region, providing reassurance to shipowners and operators
(International Chamber of Shipping, 2023). The Bill delineates piracy as any unlawful
act of violence, detention, damage, or destruction perpetrated by any private ship's
individual, crew, or passenger. Such acts qualify as piracy if committed against
another ship, person, or property onboard a vessel, specifically on the high seas
(Mandhani, 2022). Consequently, security threats stemming from maritime piracy
remain of utmost concern to India’s interests in the Indian Ocean region. Piracy
significantly impacts India’s trade routes, maritime commerce, energy security, and
the integrity of its Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ).

India’s trade routes extend from the far east to the far west, traversing key
chokepoints including Bab al-Mandab, the Strait of Hormuz, the Suez Canal, the
Nine-degree Channel, the twelve-degree Canal, the Malacca Strait, and the Strait
of Lombok. Notably, piracy activities are prevalent in Bab al-Mandab, Malacca, and
Lombok Strait. Historically, the nexus between terrorist organizations like al-Shabab
posed a significant threat to maritime trade, particularly along India’s trade routes
in the horns of Africa, the Gulf of Aden, and the east coast of Africa (Onuoha,2010). In



response to this security risk, India deployed its naval task force for anti-piracy patrols
in 2008, safely escorting 3,440 ships and over 25,000 seafarers since then (Bhushan,
2024). It is crucial to recognize that unchecked piracy and associated activities can
disrupt vital trade routes in the Indian Ocean, impeding the flow of goods and
energy resources essential to India’'s economy. Moreover, such disruptions can lead
to increased shipping costs, delivery delays, and uncertainty in maritime trade.

The escalating piracy threat in the Indian Ocean imperils maritime commerce
and the safety of vessels, including merchant ships and fishing boats. Recent
incidents highlight a surge in piracy attacks, particularly in the Horn of Africa and
Somali waters. Notably, the MV Abdullah, a Bangladesh-flagged bulk carrier, was
seized off the coast of Somalia, with its 23-member crew taken hostage while en
route from Maputo, Mozambique, to the United Arab Emirates with a cargo of 55,000
tonnes of coal (Aljazeera, 2024). To address this growing menace, the Indian Navy
has deployed a substantial force, including ten warships, P-8l surveillance aircraft,
Sea Guardian drones, and a significant personnel contingent, for anti-piracy and
anti-drone operations in the Arabian Sea and adjacent areas, safeguarding both
Indian and international cargo traffic (ANI, 2024).Further, escalating piracy incidents
on commercial and merchant vessels has raised significant concerns for India's
interests. Recent operations conducted by the Indian Navy in the Arabian Sea have
resulted in the rescue of over 100 individuals, including 27 from Pakistan and 30
from Iran, in various anti-piracy efforts. Furthermore, the Indian Navy's engagement
in anti-piracy operations, such as ‘Operation Sankalp’ and others, has successfully
responded to 13 attack incidents, saving the lives of 110 individuals, comprising 45
Indians and 65 international citizens (ANI, 2024).

Moreover, in March 2024, following 100 days of anti-piracy operations east of
the Red Sea, the Indian Navy handed over 35 Somali pirates to the Mumbai police.
This occurred amidst a resurgence of piracy in the region after nearly a decade
(Kaushik, 2024). The escalating piracy situation presents a formidable challenge
and a significant concern for India. Furthermore, data from the Maritime Security
Centre — Horn of Africa, the coordinating center for the European Union’'s anti-
piracy operation EUNAVFOR, indicates more than 20 hijackings or attempted
hijackings of ships in the Gulf of Aden and Somali Basin since November 2023
(Acharya and Obulutsa, 2024). Thus, the escalating piracy threat in the Indian Ocean
poses significant challenges for maritime security and commerce, necessitating
concerted efforts by stakeholders to address this issue effectively.

Terrorism

Terrorism poses a significant challenge to India’'s maritime security due to its
vast coastline, crucial maritime infrastructure, and strategic interests at sea. Despite
several security measures implemented after the 2008 Mumbai maritime terror
attack, there is room for considerable improvement in strengthening the security
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framework along the Indian coast. Nonetheless, persistent potential threats to
India’'s maritime interests in the Indian Ocean stem from various contemporary
factors. First, against the backdrop of contemporary geopolitical conflicts in and
around India's neighborhood, the active involvement of non-state actors and
terrorist groups has heightened concerns and exposed India to potential terrorist
infiltration by sea (Pandya, 2020). This was notably demonstrated in December 2023
when Houthi rebels targeted an Israel-linked chemical tanker off the Indian coast.
Such developments hold strategic significance for India’s interests in the Indian
Ocean, particularly in the Arabian Sea, as conflict zones in the Middle East (such
as Israel-Gaza, Israel-Iran, and Yemen-Houthi Rebels) are witnessing militarization,
impacting the Red Sea and Arabian Peninsula.

Second, India's vital maritime infrastructure, including ports, naval bases,
offshore installations, commmercial shipping lanes, and nuclear facilities, are prime
targets for terrorist organizations aiming to disrupt economic activities and
sow chaos. Additionally, these groups exploit maritime routes in gray areas for
smuggling weapons, explosives, drugs, and personnel. The 26/11 Mumbai terror
attack exemplifies this, as terrorists identified strategic targets and utilized lesser-
guarded areas for their assault, highlighting the need to secure these assets along
the coastline and address gaps in maritime security. Given the increasing threat
of maritime terrorism and advancements in terrorist tactics and technologies,
safeguarding these strategic assets is paramount.Third, transnational terrorist
networks such as al-Qaeda and ISIS, along with their connections to other terrorist
organizations in Pakistan, engage in proxy warfare and state-sponsored terrorism,
posing a significant threat to India and its regional interests. These terrorist groups
exploit loopholes in security setups and vulnerabilities in maritime security.
Therefore, ensuring constant surveillance, employing technologies, and enhancing
intelligence sharing and coordination among maritime agencies and stakeholders
are crucial for addressing gaps in maritime security.

Strategic Initiatives and Partnerships

The turning point in India’'s maritime security within the Indian Ocean occurred
immediately following the 26/11 terror attack in Mumbai. This incident exposed
significant loopholes in India’'s maritime security apparatus. Subsequently, the
Pradhan committee, tasked with investigating the shortcomings of Mumbai
police in handling terror threats, provided crucial insights and recommendations
to enhance coastal security. The committee’s findings played a pivotal role in
catalyzing systemic and infrastructural reforms in India’'s maritime security
framework. Additionally, there have been strategic initiatives and partnerships
in India’'s maritime domain. These are the policy changes implemented by the
Indian government by establishing the Information and Management Analysis
Center (IMAC) in 2014. This move aimed to enhance Maritime Domain Awareness



on a broader scale. Furthermore, these initiatives facilitated stronger strategic
international cooperation in the Indian Ocean region.

Maritime Domain Awareness

In the wake of the tragic 26/11 Mumbai terror attacks, India was forced to confront
the harsh reality of its vulnerability in the maritime domain. The brazen assault,
which targeted one of India’s most bustling metropolises and claimed numerous
innocent lives, served as a wake-up call for the nation. It underscored the urgent need
to bolster maritime security measures to prevent such heinous acts from recurring.
Recognizing the imperative to enhance its maritime domain awareness (MDA),
India embarked on a comprehensive overhaul of its policy and strategic framework
(Baruah, 2016). The gravity of the loss of lives, coupled with the significant blow to its
international image and the looming threat of future terror strikes, propelled India
towards a proactive stance in safeguarding its maritime interests.

Central to this strategic shift was the implementation of multifaceted measures
(Information sharing and surveillance and Coastal radar network and satellite
monitoring) aimed at fortifying India's MDA capabilities across the vast expanse of
the Indian Ocean. Information sharing emerged as a cornerstone of this approach,
with India actively engaging in collaborative efforts with regional and international
partners to exchange vital intelligence and enhance situational awareness. As
part of its strategic policy focusing on information sharing and surveillance,
India established the Information Management and Analysis Center (IMAC) as a
pivotal component within the National Command Control Communications and
Intelligence Network (NC3l Network). IMAC, a collaborative effort involving the
Indian Navy, Coast Guard,and Bharat Electronics Ltd, was created to enhance coastal
surveillance capabilities. Positioned as the nerve center of India’'s maritime security
apparatus, IMAC is directly linked to 51 Naval and Coast Guard stations spread across
the coastline and island territories (Indian Navy, 2015).

This initiative facilitated comprehensive surveillance and information
dissemination across the Indian Ocean region, involving fifteen key agencies
responsible for India's maritime security. These agencies encompass various
sectors, including port trusts, the Directorate General of Shipping, the Directorate
General of Lighthouse and Lightships, Fisheries (DADF), the Directorate General
of Hydrocarbons, economic agencies, shipping and energy operators, intelligence
agencies, the Indian Navy, Indian Coast Guard, state police, Border Security Force,
Central Industrial Security Force, Customs and Immigration, and other branches
of the Armed Forces (Indian Navy, 2015). Through integrating IMAC into the NC3l|
Network, India has achieved a streamlined approach to maritime security, fostering
enhanced coordination and cooperation among diverse stakeholders. This
centralized hub facilitates real-time data sharing, analysis, and decision-making,
thereby bolstering India’s ability to monitor and respond to maritime threats
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effectively in the Indian Ocean region.

To strengthen maritime safety and security cooperation within the Indo-Pacific
region, the Government of India established the Information Fusion Centre - Indian
Ocean Region (IFC-IOR) in Gurugram on December 22, 2018. This initiative aligns
with India’s vision of Security and Growth for All in the Region (SAGAR) (PIB, 2023).
The IFC-IOR serves as a hub for collaborative efforts aimed at enhancing maritime
safety and security in the Indian Ocean Region. It facilitates improved correlation
of information, shortens information cycles, and provides timely inputs for effective
decision-making. Moreover, the IFC-IOR hosts International Liaison Officers (ILOs)
from partner nations, fostering greater international cooperation. To date, ILOs
from 12 partner nations, including Australia, France, Italy, Japan, Maldives, Mauritius,
Myanmar, Sri Lanka, Seychelles, Singapore, the United Kingdom, and the United
States of America, have been hosted at the Centre (PIB, 2023).

Additionally, in the Western Indian Ocean, the Maritime Security Architecture
is supported by the Indian Ocean Commission (IOC). This framework includes the
Regional Maritime Information Fusion Centre (RMIFC), the Regional Operations
Coordination Centre (RCOC), and the national centers of the seven signatory
countries (Comoros, Djibouti, France, Kenya, Madagascar, Mauritius, and Seychelles)
(The Hindu Bureau, 2023). These collaborative mechanisms aim to enhance
regional maritime security and coordination efforts.This strategic policy overhaul
underscored India's unwavering commitment to safeguarding its maritime interests
and securing its shores against the ever-evolving threat landscape. By fostering
greater collaboration, investing in cutting-edge technologies, and bolstering its
surveillance infrastructure, India sought to establish itself as a proactive and vigilant
guardian of maritime security in the region.

International Cooperation

India’s strategic focus on the Indian Ocean isn't merely a national concern but a
regional and global imperative. Through bilateral and muiltilateral cooperation, India
is fortifying its maritime interests nuanced and comprehensively. At the heart of
India’s bilateral strategy lies the cultivation of strategic partnerships with key littoral
states in the Indian Ocean region. India aims to foster mutual trust and cooperation
with countries like Sri Lanka, Maldives, Mauritius, and Seychelles through diplomatic
engagements, defense agreements, and joint exercises (Allen, 1999) . Notable
examples include SLINEX with Sri Lanka, SIMBEX with Singapore, MALABAR with
the US, JIMEX with Japan, INDRA with Russia, Varun with France, KONKAN with
the UK, MILAN, and BONGO-SACAR with Bangladesh. These exercises facilitate
mutual understanding, expose navies to each other’s procedures, and enhance
interoperability to counter maritime terrorism and piracy. Such engagements
promote friendship and maritime cooperation in the region.



Moreover, India engages in strategic partnerships and bilateral cooperation
through 2+2 Ministerial dialogues with the United States, Japan, and Australia.
These partnerships are crucial for defense and security cooperation, technology
collaborations, and fostering people-to-people ties. Joint exercises, intelligence
sharing, technology transfer, and collaborative efforts to counter piracy and
terrorism are integral components of these engagements. At the multilateral level,
India participates in key maritime security initiatives such as the White Shipping
Agreement, the Djibouti Code of Conduct,and the Regional Cooperation Agreement
on Combating Piracy and Armed Robbery against Ships in Asia (ReCAAP). The
White Shipping Agreement facilitates the exchange of unclassified information on
commercial shipping activities, thereby enhancing maritime domain awareness
and regional cooperation in the Indian Ocean region.

The Djibouti Code of Conduct, consisting of a Code of Conduct,a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU), and the Jeddah Amendment, aims to prevent and suppress
piracy and armed robbery at sea. India has joined as an observer to bolster maritime
security in the Indian Ocean. ReCAAP enhances regional cooperation to combat
piracy and armed robbery against ships in Asia through information sharing,
capacity building, collaboration and coordination among relevant authorities, and
facilitating legal frameworks for prosecution. India’s participation as a contracting
party plays a significant role in enhancing maritime security in Asian waters. India’s
engagementin multilateral cooperationintheIndian Ocean reflectsitscommitment
to regional stability and prosperity. By collaborating with other nations, India seeks
to address common challenges and promote a peaceful, secure, and prosperous
Indian Ocean region. This multilateral maritime cooperation has enabled India to
build its strategic and economic sphere of influence in the Indian Ocean region.

Conclusion

India strategically responds to the evolving Indo-Pacific landscape, primarily
influenced by China's maritime ascendancy. This response is characterized by
an intensified focus on maritime security, driven by the imperative to safeguard
economic interests and ensure regional stability. Key initiatives, including
the Information Management and Analysis Centre (IMAC), coastal security
enhancements, infrastructure investments, and strategic partnerships, underscore
India’'s commitment to assert its influence and shape security dynamics in the
Indian Ocean region.Geopolitical rivalries, especially with China, present formidable
challenges to India’'s maritime security. In response, India is leveraging strategic
partnerships, enhancing infrastructure, and modernizing its naval capabilities. The
country recognizes the necessity for continuous vigilance, adaptation, proactive
diplomacy, and alliances to uphold a rule-based maritime order and promote
stakeholder collaboration.

Theresurgence of piracy intheIndian Ocean posesasignificantthreatto maritime
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security and commerce. India’'s Anti-Maritime Piracy Bill of 2019 demonstrates its
determination to combat piracy through patrols and naval deployments. Recent
incidents underscore the urgency for increased vigilance and collaboration among
stakeholders. Joint efforts, including intelligence sharing and legal frameworks,
are essential to deter and prosecute pirates, ensuring the safety of vessels in the
Indian Ocean.Terrorism in the maritime domain, exemplified by incidents such as
the Mumbai attacks, presents another critical challenge for India. India emphasizes
enhanced surveillance, intelligence sharing, and cooperation among maritime
agencies to mitigate this threat. A comprehensive security framework, reliant on
sustained collaboration and adaptability, is essential to ensure safety and security
along India’s vast coastline and protect critical maritime infrastructure.

Following the 26/11 Mumbai attacks, India revamped its maritime security
architecture, establishing IMAC and the Information Fusion Centre for the Indian
Ocean Region (IFC-IOR) to bolster defenses and enhance situational awareness.
IMAC's integration into the National Command, Control, Commmunication, and
Intelligence (NC3l) Network facilitates seamless coordination and real-time data
sharing,while IFC-IORfostersinternational cooperation.India'scommitmenttothese
initiatives, alongside collaboration with partners, is pivotal for maintaining a safe
maritime environment.India’s strategic focus on the Indian Ocean extends globally
through bilateral and multilateral cooperation. Engagements with littoral states
and strategic partners like the US, Japan, and Australia enhance interoperability
and trust, countering maritime threats through joint exercises and intelligence
sharing. Participation in initiatives like the White Shipping Agreement and Regional
Cooperation Agreement on Combating Piracy and Armed Robbery against Shipsin
Asia (ReCAAP) underscores India’'s commitment to regional stability and prosperity
through collaboration. Overall, India’s multilateral maritime cooperation enhances
its influence in the Indian Ocean, fostering a safer and more prosperous maritime
domain.

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INDIAS RECENT PRESIDENCY
OF THE G20: NEW PARADIGMS IN
CULTURAL DIPLOMACY

Abstract: Integration of Cultural diplomacy with public policy has become
of interest to foreign policy, as norms and values have emerged, as determinants
of power projection. Since the formalization of ‘Soft Power’ by Joseph Nye, it has
gained preeminent importance in the study of ‘Power’, to influence actors. Histor-
ically, the cornerstones of India’s soft power analyses are identity consciousness
among the widespread diaspora, and India’s outreach to Non-Aligned Movement
partners through the State apparatus. India’s presidency of G20 in 2023, showcased
India’s cultural manifestations, defining its role as a solutions-provider and consen-
sus-builder, while addressing its core constituencies. The paper reviews cultural di-
plomacy during India's G20 Presidency in 2023 and critical indicators of soft power.

Introduction

In July 2023, on the sidelines of the ‘Energy Transitions' Ministerial, the G-20
Secretariat dropped the phrase written in Sanskrit in Devnagari script, ‘Vasidhaiva
Kutumbakam’ on the logo of the G20 summit in India. This move was attributed
to China's alleged opposition to the claim that Sanskrit is not a United Nations
language. Later, its English translation of ‘One Earth, One Planet, One Family’ was
adopted as the official English translation and theme of the G20 Summit in India
(Singh, 2023). In April 2023, China opposed the mention of MAHARISHI (Millets
and Other Ancient Grains International Research Initiative), at the G20 Meeting
of Agricultural Chief Scientists (MACS). (Mukharjee, 2023) The term ‘Maharishi’
means a ‘Sage’ in Sanskrit and several Indian languages. Food and Agricultural
Organization, a specialized agency, oversaw 2023 as the International Year of Millets,
as UNGA declared 2023 the International Year of Millets(UNGA Res. A/75/pv.56). India
is the largest millet produced, and the IYM coincided with India’s Presidency of the
G20. The Chinese objections reflect the minute observations by China, over the
civilizational manifestations of India at this time.

The primary challenge of Constructivist scholarship to traditional determinants
of international relations theory challenges the significance of events, in studying
international relations. Constructivism emphasizes the ‘processes over the
‘outcome’, focusing on norms and their impact on power dynamics in the shaping
of International Relations (Ulbert et al, 2014). The collapse of the Soviet Union
followed the global spread of liberal democracy, making democratization essential
for accessing global markets and institutions. While events remain crucial in
international relations today, there is also substantial interest in the processes they
drive. Norms carry cultural weight and reflect a state’s character, and the society it
represents. Joseph Nye argues that, it primarily operates through attraction linked
to societal values, cultural influence, and domestic political structures rather than
just propaganda (Nye, 2008). Identity has become increasingly important within
globalization, amid migration trends, despite non-rational factors like gender
roles or climate change influencing norms underpinning International Relations.
During its leadership of the G20 summit, India’'s widespread outreach efforts raised
awareness about the goals and purposes of multilateral groupings. As the world's
most populous country, this campaign captured significant international attention
at multiple levels, marking a notable achievement in presenting India’s cultural
diplomacy within regional and global contexts.
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Political Communication for South Asia
and the ‘Global South’

Indian Prime Ministers have frequently used the phrase ‘Vasudhaiv Kutumbakam’,
derived from the ancient text of Maha Upanishad in India (Kar, 2023). The phrase
resonates with various spiritual cults that evolved in the subcontinent. In 2002, Atal
Bihari Vajpayee engaged the term, at a meeting of the National Human Rights
Institutions of the Asia Pacific Forum to emphasize that India’'s understanding and
advocacy of human rights, are as universal as they are ancient (PMO, 2002). In 2007,
Manmohan Singh used the term to defend India’s approach to climate change and
global warming while acknowledging its global responsibility at the Heiligendamm
G-8 summit (PMO, 2007). Prime Minister Narendra Modi also cited this phrase
during his maiden address to the United Nations about expanding UN Security
Council membership (WPS Sidhu, 2017). Furthermore, in 2018, PM Modi reiterated
this concept of inclusion in global markets, while addressing the World Economic
Forum in Davos (SansadTV, 2018).

Similarly, in June 2014, Prime Minister Modi referred to the phrase, Vasudhaiva
Kutumbhakam', whilst addressing the launch of the Polar Satellite Launch
Vehicle (PSLV), and emphasized that a satellite for SAARC Nations would be
launched soon (Khanna & Moorthy, 2017). In May 2017, GSAT-9, of the Indian
Space Research Organization (ISRO), was launched, providing critical support in
telecommunications, tele-education, and financial services to benefactor SAARC
nations (Venkatasubramanian, 2017). India's ‘Neighbourhood First’ orientation,
gained renewed attention when Prime Minister Narendra Modi extended invitations
to all SAARC members for the swearing-in of his first cabinet in 2014 in New Delhi,
resulting in a gathering of South Asian heads of state. The Bhutan Prime Minister
Tshering Tobgay termed the meeting a ‘Mini-SAARC’ (NDTV, 2014). India's focus on
its ‘Neighbourhood First’ external policy under Prime Minister Modi was evident
again, when Bangladesh was invited to the G20 summit due to its crucial role in
both SAARC and BIMSTEC (Bhattacherjee, 2023).

The ISRO Telemetry, Tracking & Command Network operates three International
stations in Brunei, Indonesia, and Mauritius. In 2001, India established the India-
Myanmar Friendship Centre for Remote Sensing. Furthermore, in 2015, Indian
PM Narendra Modi proposed building of ground space station in Viethnam while
addressing the India-ASEAN meeting at Nay Pyi Taw in Myanmar. (Dikshit, 2021)
The flexing of ‘Vasuthaiva Kutumbhakam’ reached the highest peak when it was
engraved at the entrance of the newly built Indian Parliament building inaugurated
on 5June 2023. This civilizational manifestation gained much political traction in the
grammar of power flexing. India has previously demonstrated its ‘Neighbourhood-
First Policy’ in global events before the G-20. During India’s Presidency in 2016,
the BRICS summit occurred in Goa, where India successfully hosted the BRICS-
BIMSTEC summit, on its sidelines (Faleiro, 2016). BIMSTEC was established in 1997



with primarily Indian Ocean littoral states, including Bangladesh, India, Myanmar,
Sri Lanka, and Thailand, and later expanded its membership. This geopolitical
framework excludes Pakistan and reflects India’s objectives and interests in South
Asia beyond SAARC.

Publicdiplomacyin Asia has gained momentum due to the Internet’'s widespread
use and social media's emergence. China’s efforts to host the Beijing Summer
Olympics in 2008 marked a shift towards integrating global events with power
projections in Asia. A state’s resources and capabilities determine the components
of soft power. In India’s cultural diplomacy, it is crucial to consider its political
communication aimed at connecting with South Asia and other countries in the
Global South.These nationswere part ofan informal coalition withinthe Non-Aligned
Movement during the Cold War era. The Ministry of External Affairs established its
Public Diplomacy Wing in 2006, and it first engaged on social media platforms in
2010. Its objectives have since focused on engaging with diaspora communities and
populations from developing countries, expanding foreign policy outreach beyond
New Delhi's diplomatic circles through new media channels (Khanna & Moorthy,
2017).

A multitude of layers and complexities characterizes contemporary public
diplomacy. The rise of social media has prompted Foreign Policy professionals to
expand their thinking beyond traditional methods, driven by the influence of social
media algorithms. According to Joseph Nye, cultural diplomacy consists of two
aspects: high culture, which encompasses art, literature, and books, and popular
culture, which revolves around mass entertainment (Nye, 2008). By examining
India’s Cultural Diplomacy through this lens, we can observe its initiatives to
promote classical arts, language, and customs as part of efforts related to High
Culture. India’'s mainstream cinema in the Hindi language (commonly referred to
as Bollywood) has captured the world’s attention, and its heritage sites and spiritual
destinations make India a popular destination. Despite widespread fascination with
Indian culture and heritage internationally, it does not rank highly in Soft Power
Indexes compiled by various organizations (Bajpai, 2021). One primary reason is that
soft power projections also require substantial resources. China's focused allocation
into development is disparate from what India engages in in terms of highest
priority, focusing concentration towards achieving objectives. They have effectively
utilized Confucius Institutes to channel resources to advance Chinese soft power
goals within foreign policy objectives.

Withthe emergence ofa broader power matrix,the newtermthatcametothefore
was ‘Smart Power’. As Joseph Nye continuously improvised his theory of Soft Power,
the term ‘Smart Power’ was first mentioned by Hilary Clinton in 2008 as Secretary
of State. It calibrates Soft Poweer objectives with Hard Power (Viswanathan, 2009).
Military and economy remain the foremost indicators of absolute power. However,
Soft Power derivatives provide legitimacy and acceptability to the hard power.
Scholars have demonstrated their arguments by dwindling US popularity among
its partners like Mexico and Turkey, who refused to side with the US to intervene in
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Iraq as part of the Global War on Terror (Nye, 2008). The endorsement of this concept
of Smart Power in discussions about Norms, Power, and Diplomacy may lead to
fresh developments in executing Foreign Policy. Shrey Khanna and P Moorthy
suggest that combining soft power elements such as financial assistance, rapid
emergency response, infrastructure support for training, and joint military exercises
with traditional military operations is essential. During the Tsunami Operation in
2004, the Indian Navy dispatched a total of 32 naval ships, seven aircraft, and 20
helicopters, to carry out five relief and reconstruction missions called Operation
Madad, Operation Sea Waves, Operation Custor, Operation Rainbow, and Operation
Gambhir (MHS, 2023).

TheIndian Maritime Doctrine released by the Indian Navy in 2009 (Indian Maritime
Strategy) points out: “Navy's mission in the diplomatic role must be enhanced
to promote regional & global security such as maritime assistance and support,
the military task of Out of Area Contingency (OOAC) & Non-Combat Evacuation
Operations (NEO)" (Khanna & Moorthy, 2017). In 2013, while laying the foundation
stone for the Indian National Defense University at Gurugram, the former Prime
Minister of India pointed out: “To assume our responsibility for stability in Indian
Ocean Region... We are well positioned to become a net security provider in our
immediate region & beyond” (PIB, 2013).

In 2015, India launched a relief operation called Operation Rahat. Forty-one
countries, including the US and the UK, sought India’s help evacuating their Citizens
(The Hindu, 2016). In 2019, the Indian Navy launched an annual joint military exercise
with the Navy of Bangladesh as “Bongo-SAGAR”". India’s foreign policy has evolved
significantly in recent years, showcasing a strategic focus on fostering strong
regional and global partnerships. The Project Mausam, initiated by the Government
of India, aims to revive and strengthen historic maritime cultural and economic
ties among countries along the Indian Ocean. It works at two levels: building
new cooperation and understanding shared culture (Government of India, 2014).
The Project Mausam, undertaken by the Government of India, aims to revive and
enhance historic maritime cultural and economic ties among countries along the
Indian Ocean. This project is a significant step towards enhancing India’s regional
soft power and cultural diplomacy.

Counter-Currents:
Concerns & Solidarity of Developing World

China's reservations regarding India’s representation of global events in light of
its civilization manifestation relate to the power structure within the region. China
has been striving to establish internationally acceptable and negotiable norms.
Its frequent tensions in the South China Sea, Southeast China, and the Pacific are
also related to the US and West's alliances, which are based on normative ideas



of freedom of navigation and democratization. Its objection to the Sanskrit phrase
of ‘Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam' is more ideological than a matter related solely to
UN language usage. Previously known as the One Belt One Road, China’'s Belt and
Road (BRI) Initiative, symbolized the historical Silk Route passing through China,
emphasizing a different interpretation of unity that echoes its civilization. BRI's
ambitious infrastructure and connectivity project passes through multimodal
connectivity through Southeast Asia, Central Asia, Africa, and Europe. The literal
meaning of ‘Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam'’ in English is “the world is family,” is taken
from ancient Sanskrit text of Maha Upanishd (Kar, 2023). China could view this
civilizational manifestation of India as opposed to their worldview of oneness. India
does not endorse BRI as it passes through Gilgit-Baltistan, which India considers as
Pakistan-occupied Kashmir.

The idea of ‘Ecological Civilization' (Shentai Wenming in Chinese) was formally
discussed during the 17th National Congress of the Communist Party of China
(CPC) in 2007, drawing on themes from Laizi's Taoist notion of “Uniting humans and
universe”. Considerable efforts have since aimed at incorporating this development
concept based on a political perspective— with environmental management,
ecological restoration, and green development as the primary principles—distinct
from industrial and agricultural-oriented civilizations. ‘Xi's Thoughts on Ecological
Civilization' is a book widely published by state Foreign Policy arms in English (Xue
et al,, 2023). These efforts reflect China's emphasis on the alternative vision for global
civilization and ecological conservation with Chinese characteristics. The debate
around Ecological Civilization focuses on environmental conservation with Chinese
characteristics and its vision of balanced growth.

In January 2021, former president of Brazil Jair Bolsonaro posted an image of
Lord Hanuman carrying COVID-19 vaccines to Brazil on his X account(Erstwhile
Twitter), evoking the mythological figure to express gratitude to India for supplying
the vaccines (Lutgendorf, 2002). Jair Bolsonaro's post(Tweet) Invoking Lord Han
This gesture reflected the geopolitical dynamics surrounding the global COVID-19
vaccine distribution, as well as the role of social media in shaping public discourse
around the pandemic response. The post(Tweet) came at a critical juncture for Brazil,
which was grappling with a devastating surge in COVID-19 cases and deaths during
the first few months of 2021 (Galhardi et al,, 2022). This incident is a compelling
example of the complexities and nuances inherent in the intersection of traditional
politics, mythology, and modern communication channels. Bolsonaro’s Post(Tweet)
invoked Lord Hanuman, a beloved Hindu deity known for his strength, devotion,
and ability to overcome obstacles. This religious symbolism amplified the political
messaging, appealing to cultural and religious sentiments within Brazil and India
(Roy et al.,, 2021)(Oliveira et al., 2021).

India and other non-aligned countries in the Global South emphasize
‘Sustainable Development’ as a crucial norm. This concept mainly focuses on two
key issues: advocating for international action on climate change and addressing
environmental problems fostering development. As early as the 1970s, scholars
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and policymakers began to call for a more sustainable approach to development
that could reconcile environmental protection with economic progress. The 1987
Brundtland Report, published by the World Commission on Environment and
Development, defined sustainable development as “development that meets the
needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to
meet their own needs” (Mitcham, 1995).

Developing nations have consistently criticized the Western approach to climate
change through the United Nations Security Council (UNSC). They prefer to address
these concerns through the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC), where they have an equal vote and voice. India's unwavering
stance against securitizing climate change is driven by its practical worries that the
UNSC may use principles such as Responsibility to Protect (R2P) and Protection of
Civilians (PoC) to justify future military intervention, given that India does not hold
veto power in this context (Sindico, 2017).

Meanwhile, UNFCCC, the UN specialized agency, mobilizes support for the
developing world. The observers of norms in International Politics point out the
cascading effort of normativity (Finnemore, M., & Sikkink, K, 1998). The principle of
sustainable development is at the core of climate change science. From conventions
to agreements, sustainable development has been a part of binding legal regimes.
Historically, sustainable development has evolved to counter the industrialized
North's climate change mitigation idea. Universal carbon cuts, displacement,
and migration were the instruments of climate action in the Industrialized North
(Sindico, 2017). The counter campaigns focused on the rights of developing states
for development and industrialization.

The renewed debate over Global Commons has gained traction since the
democratization of International Relations. India’s version of shared goods has been
reflected in the ‘Panchasheel’(Five Principles) adopted in foreign policy since its
independence. India became a noticeable voice in the campaign to safeguard the
natural resources of the developing world in the United Nations, pressing for the
Charter of Economic Rights & Duties of the State (UNGA Res. 3281, XXIX, 1974), the
formation of the UN Convention on Trade and Development and the UN Industrial
Development Organization (1964). The idea of shared resources and knowledge
was reflected in India's foreign policy before Global Commons gained currency in
International Relations. Global Commons means the resources beyond the national
sovereignty; traditional means High Seas, Polar Regions, and Outer Space. The
emergence of cyberspace has opened up newer possibilities and challenges for
global commons governance. The nationalization of firewalls and Internet protocols
has posed a formidable challenge for cyber governance. The control and ownership
of digital resources have created a new digital divide.

It is essential that Africa forms a significant flock of global south groupings.

African states have vehemently pushed for the development agenda on the floor of
the United Nations. In the G20 Summit of 2023, the African Union was adopted as a



permanent member of G20. This is a significant achievement of India’s campaign of
global south in G20. India also rendered invitations to Nigeria, Egypt, Mauritius, the
United Arab Emirates, the Netherlands, Oman, Spain, Singapore, and Bangladesh.
This also reflects India’s attempt to balance North and South.

Digital Public Infrastructure: The ‘India Stack’

One of the significant highlights of India's G20 Presidency was the attention
that it received for the Public Digital Infrastructure (PDI). In a run-up to the G-20
Summit, DPI was part of two tracks: Digital Economy Working Group (DEWG) on
the Sherpa track and Global Partnership for Financial Inclusion on the Finance
Track. This indicated the unprecedented attention it gained in the run-up and was
adopted in the summit’s final declaration. The most significant aspect of DPI was
corroborating technology with governance and the role of communities (Varma
et.al, 2024).

Apart from DPI becoming a part of the formal leader’s declaration, foreign
dignitaries scouting the streets of New Delhi and making payments through the
Unified Payment Interface (UPI) were all on the internet. The Prime Minister of the
Netherlands, Mark Rutt, who was walking on Church Street in Bangalore and paying
for coffee through UPI, went viral on the internet. The instant real-time payment
made the world curious about India’s rapid progress in Digital Public Infrastructure.
New Delhi Declaration described DPI as: ‘Set of shared digital systems that should
be secure and interoperable, and can be built on open standards & specifications to
deliver and provide equitable access to public and private services at societal scale’
(G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration 2023). The document’s language points to the
digital infrastructure as shared standards and resources. India's approach to the DPI
is based on the foundation of open-source, interoperable, and scalable technology
with a transparent, accountable and participatory governance framework. India
intends to share its DPI knowledge resources with developing states in various
forums.

Global Attention to India Stack

Since its inception, ‘India Stacks’ has been a vehicle for data management and
economic integration. It operates in various layers: digital identification, payments,
and data management. The primary layer of the India Stack is a biometrically
secured digital system called AADHAR, which was established through the Aadhar
(Targeted Delivery of Financial and Other Subsidies, Benefits and Services) Act,
2016. Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) is a statutory agency under
the above Act that grants 12-digit numbers to citizens. Since 2011, it has brought
around 1.3 billion people to the digital repository. The Aadhar was instrumental in
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India’s financial inclusion programme. Central Government schemes like Pradhan
Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (Jan Dhan) brought around 500 million in banking, which
comprised the majority of women. It enabled identification simulations such as
e-KYC (Know Your Customer), facilitating validation and registrations in institutions
(Watson, 2024).

In February 2023, the Monetary Authority of Singapore (MAS) signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Reserve Bank of India(RBI) for
financial inclusion cooperation. The Prime Ministers of both countries transferred
money using a phone in a photo-op, making it a human-interest story (Watson,
2024). Digital payments form the second layer of India Stacks. As of February 2024,
over 12 billion transactions are completed every month through UPI (Varma et
al, 2024). One of the significant features of India Stacks is its ownership structure
and open-source platforms. While payment gateways such as GPay, WhatsApp
Pay, Amazon Pay, and Phone Pay use their platforms to render services, the state
governs the core infrastructure. The National Payments Corporation of India (NPCL)
developed the set Interoperable Protocols and governance mechanism—a not for
not-for-profit government corporation. RBI regulates the NPCL, which makes a new
paradigm of public-private cooperation for digital governance.

Data Empowerment & Protection Architecture (DEPA) is a consent-based data-
sharing mechanism. This forms the third and 4th layer of India Stacks. Regulations
state that they must obtain people’s consent before they process personal data.
Fiduciaries may not access or store any data that has been shared, but they can
charge for their services. This is a very different approach from those in many other
countries. Elsewhere, aggregators typically offer services in exchange for access to
data, which they can then use to sell other financial services (Carriére-Swallow et.al.,
2021). Furthermore, in April 2024, the UN held the first Conference on ‘Citizen Stack:
Digital Public Infrastructure Transformative Tech for Citizens'. UN General Assembly
President Dennis Francis lauded India's efforts to build DPI and other digital
resources. The Indian delegation at the same conference made a presentation
underlying the theme of ‘Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam’ as the basis for developing its
DPI. (PTI, 2024)

LiFE

Several International initiatives on climate action evolve at the macro level.
Changing behavioural patterns and practices at the societal level is a challenge.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched Swach Bharat Abhiyan (Clean India
Mission) in 2014. Swach Bharat Abhiyan engaged various age groups in cleanliness
drives and awareness programmes. The initiative tried to influence people to
adopt a sustainable lifestyle. PM Narendra Modi is domestically known for his mass
communicationsskillsthrough various mediums. CoP26 (Conference of Parties), held
in Glasgow in November 2021, appealed for the adoption of Lifestyle for Environment



(LIFE) at the individual level. Mission LiFE was launched as a full-fledged exercise for
mass awareness. The LIFE 21 Pledge was launched, and citizens were encouraged
to adopt one sustainable habit and follow it for 21 days. The initiative received global
applause as the Atomic Energy Agency Executive Director Fatih Birol lauded India’s
efforts to raise awareness of sustainable practices. In an Op-Ed in Indian Express,
he quoted: ‘India’s G20 Presidency represents a unigue opportunity to globalise
the LIiFE initiative — providing a knowledge-sharing platform for other leading
economies to realise the impact that LiFE's recormmendations can have in the fight
against climate change, air pollution and unaffordable energy bills’ (Birol, 2023).

The official website of the Government of India describes LiFE as: “An International
mass movement towards mindful and deliberate cultivation, instead of mindless
and destructive consumption to protect and preserve environment”. (Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, 2023) The Mission LIFE initiative operates
in three stages: the first two stages create demand and supply for sustainable
practices, and in the third stage, the public policy framework takes cognizance
of the new cycle and facilitates resources. It has identified seven themes, namely:
Reduce waste, reduce e-waste, adopt a healthy lifestyle, adopt a sustainable food
system, and say not to single-use plastic, save water and save energy (Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, 2023).

The LIiFE initiative was included in the New Delhi Declaration under the heading
of the Green Development Pact for a Sustainable Future. It described LIiFE as: ‘Based
on the G20 High-Level Principles on Lifestyles for Sustainable Development, we
committorobust collective actionsthat will enable the world toembrace sustainable
production and consumption patterns and mainstream Lifestyles for Sustainable
Development. Relevant studies show that it could significantly reduce emissions
by 2030 for a global net-zero future’ (G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration 2023). The
LiFE initiative is a significant milestone in addressing climate change issues at the
individual levels. The holistic nature of this exercise makes it sui-generis for climate
action. The validation of New Delhi is a substantial success of India’s efforts.

International Year of Millets

The government of India claims that millets were among the five crops to be
domesticated since the Indus Valley civilization. The government of India, through
its Ministry for Agriculture, had earlier declared 2018 as a National Year of Millets.
It also rebranded Millets as Nutri-crops. Millets in India are grown as a Kharif crop
and consume less water. In 2021, at the 75th session of the United Nations General
Assembly 2023, the year was declared the International Year of Millets. This put
India at the forefront of the celebrations. India grows around 11 million tonnes of
millet, contributing to the 40% share of global millet production (APFPEDA, 2024).
In December 2022, at the event International Year of Millets launch, FAO Director-
GCeneral QU Dongyu stated: “Millets are incredible ancestral crops with high
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nutritional value. Millets can play an important role and contribute to our collective
efforts to empower smallholder farmers, achieve sustainable development,
eliminate hunger, adapt to climate change, promote biodiversity, and transform
agri-food systems” (FAQ, 2022).

Conclusion

India's leadership of the G20 Summit underscored a focus on inclusivity and
providing a platform to address issues relevant to the Global South. The country’s
foreign policy, which adopted Non-Alignment during the Cold War, and its position
on strategic autonomy are gaining resonance. By securing a broader consensus on
the Leader’s Declaration, India has positioned itselfas a leader in fostering consensus
building. Prime Minister Modi’s statement, “Today’s era is not of war”, during his
conversation with Russian President Vladimir Putin at the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization Summit (2022), was mentioned in the official communiqué of the G20
Bali Leaders’ Summit (Pandey, 2023). India balances its relations and interests with
those of the global powers (Chivvis & Breiner, 2023).

India strongly advocated for African Union membership within G20 and hosted
the ‘Voice of Global South Summit’ in January 2023. India’s presidency of the G20
succeeded in positioning the country as a solution provider for global challenges
and the credible voice of the global south. India has been a continuous contributor
of troops to UN Peacekeeping Missions throughout. India has always invoked its
civilisational ethos of shared destiny, peaceful coexistence and non-violence. It has
been reflected in the diplomatic cultures it disposed of. Values, Norms and Cultures
have emerged as the tools of influence in International Relations. The G20 Summit
was asignificant assertion of its civilisation embodiment with global peace. India was
represented by the name ‘Bharat'—an ancient name for the Indian subcontinent
that could be interchangeably used with ‘India’.

The key factor in cultural assertion during India's Presidency of G20 was its
political communication, which coincided with its target groups of Asia and the
Global South. Cultures are emerging as tools to meaning to newer geographies.
India’s prowess in technological advancement is a key to the unfolding of Digital
Public Infrastructure. This opens access to financial inclusivity to the people living
on the margins. The entire debate around DPI revolved around India’s open-source
and scalable technology. Technology has become a significant leverage for India.
The phrase ‘Vasudhaiva Kutumbhakam' resonated with India’s ability to emerge as
a solution provider and a consensus builder.

Rezultati proistekli iz anketnog
upitnika bi¢e deo naucnoistrazivackih radova koji predstavljaju rezultat projekta
Cirkularna svest sufinansiranog od strane Sekretarijata za zastitu zivotne sredine
Grada Novog Sada. Razvijen je model koji treba da omoguéi mnogo zdravije,
odrzivije okruzenje. Odluku o faktorima upravljanja otpadom doneli smo na bazi
visekriterijumskog odlucivanja (MCDM). Koristili smo analiticki hijerarhijski proces
(AHP metod) da ocenimo elemente koji utiCu na bolje upravljanje otpadom
na lokalnom nivou koji su gradani ocenili kao presudnim u cilju zasStite Zivotne
sredine. Rezultati su pokazali da bez obrazovanja ljudi i raspolozivih kapaciteta nije
moguce posti¢i odrzivu zivotnu sredinu. Vaznu komponentu predstavlja i drustvena
odgovornost pojedinaca na lokalnom nivou. Na ovaj nacin otvorili smo prostor za
buduce analize koje mogu ukljuciti regresione modele i oceniti relacije izmedu
pojedinih kategorija.

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Uvod

Jedan od nacina ostvarivanja globalnih ciljeva po pitanju odrzivosti jeste
uspostavljanje cirkularne ekonomije kao primarnog vida vodenja ekonomije drzava.
Znacaj davanja prednosti cirkularnoj ekonomiji viden je i od strane Evropske unije.
(Camana, et al., 2021) Da bi se postigli ciljevi odrzivosti neophodan je dobro razvijen
sistem upravljanja otpadom. Efikasan sistem upravljanja otpadom podrazumeva
da se na adekvatan i efisan nacin sortira i odvaja otpad koji nastaje u pripredi, ali
i u drustvu.(Nainggolan, et al.,, 2019) Kako bi se ostvarilo sve navedeno neophodno
je razumevanje individualnih preferencija, stavova, oCekivanog ponasanja kao i
spremnosti i Zzelje za adekvatnim upravljanjem otpadom. Sprovodenjem aktivnosti
adekvatnog upravljanja otpadom je u skladu sa ciljevima cirkularnostii unapredenja
zastite zivotne sredini Sto je ujedno dobrobit drustva. (Cai, et al., 2021; Ke, et al., 2022;
Song, et al.,, 2019)

Savremeni uslovi zivota, globalizacija privrede, brz ekonomski rast i razvoj,
urbanizacija, migracija stanovnistva iz ruralnih u urbane sredine samo su neki od
razloga znacajnog povecanja zagadenja zivotne sredine, Sto dalje imlicira i vise nivo
opasnosti po zdravlje stanovnistva.

Porast broja stanovnika u urbanim sredinama i urbanizacija doveli su do stvaranja
velikih koli¢ina otpada u urbanim podrucjima. Navedeno je narocito zastupljeno
u zemljama u razvoju. (Chen, et al,, 2010; Wang, 2020) Prema istrazivanjima nekih
autora globalna proizvodnja ¢vrstog komunalnog otpada procenjena je na 1,3
milijarde metrickih tona u 2012. godini, a oCekuje se da ¢e dostici 2,2 milijarde tona
do 2025. godine.(Bhada-Tata, Hoornweg, 2012)

Cvrstkomunalniotpad sesmatrajednim od najvaznijih nusproizvoda savremenog,
urbanog nacina zivota i ¢ak neki autori navode da koliCina ¢vrstog komunalnog
otpada raste brze i od samog stepena urbanizacije.(Bhada-Tata, Hoornweg, 2012) U
istrazivanjima vezanim za ¢vrst komunalni otpad utvrdeno je da stopa proizvodnje
¢vrstog komunalnog otpada u direktnoj korelaciji sa nekoliko indikatora urbanizacije
(Ho, etal.,2017;Chen, Y.C.2018), alii da socioekonomski faktori kao $to su obrazovanje,
zanimanje, porodica takode uticu na stvaranje komunalnog otpada.(Bandara, et al,,
2007; Chen, Y.C. 2018.)

Znacajna ulogu u stvaranju komunalnog otpada imaju i moralni principi
pojedinaca koji se ogledaju u njihovom ponasanju u odnosu na zivotnu sredinu
po pitanju svakodnevnih navika kao Sto je bacanje hrane (Talwar, et al, 2021b),
recikliranje otpada iz domacinstva.(Botetzagias, et al., 2015; Bishop, 2013)

Za efikasno upravljanje ¢vrstim komunalnim otpadom, pored navedenih faktora
i institucija lokalnog karaktera, prevashodno su odgovorni gradani, odnosno njihova
razvijena svest o adekvatnom sortiranju i razvrstavanju otpada koji se odlaze iz
domacdinstava. Istrazivanja su pokazala da stepen razvijene svesti svakog pojedinca o
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adekvatnom sortiranjuiodlaganju komunalnog otpada zavisi od ekoloskih vrednosti
pojedinca, iskustava i socioekonomskih faktora.(Cantillo, et al., 2023) Upravo je to
jedan od razloga zasto se brojni naucnici opredeljuju za istrazivanje faktora koji
imaju uticaj na visi ili nizi nivo angazovanja u sortiranju otpada i ucestovanju u
samom procesu reciklaze.(Gilli, et al., 2023; Aprile, et al., 2019; Cantillo, et al., 2023)
Prema navedim istrazivanjima na visi stepen svesti gradana uti€u razni podsticaji,
drustvene norme, odrzavanje ugleda, licne vrednosti. (D’Amato, et al., 2016; Degli
Antoni, et al., 2019; Cantillo, et al., 2023) Istrazivanja usmerena na proucavanje uticaja
socioekonomskih faktora na visi nivo svesti gradana po pitanju uceséa u procesu
reciklaze nisu ukazala na to da odredeni faktori utiCu na svest, ve¢ su pokazala
razliCite rezultate u zavisnosti od pojedinca do pojedinca. (Ke, et al., 2022)

Prema istrazivanju sprovedenom za potrebe projekta Cirkularna svest koji je
sufinansiran od strane Sekretarijata za zastitu Zivotne sredine Grada Novog Sada
i naucnoistrazivackih radova koji su proistekli iz tog projekta, kao kljuéni faktori u
adekvatnom upravljanju otpadom izdvojeni su obrazovanje, kapaciteti, regulative
i investicije. Faktori su navedeni u skladu sa pozicijom koju zazimaju prema
istrazivanju.

Proces analiticke hijerarhije (AHP) je najpoznatiji metod iz arsenala
visekriterijumskog odlucivanja (MCDM). Veoma slozena hijerarhijska struktura
metoda pokazala se kao odlican alat u procesu donosenja odluka. lako se
radi o slozenoj strukturi, to je ujedno predstavlja i najve¢u prednost metoda
visekriterijumskog odluc¢ivanja. Naime, struktura je tako koncipirana da omogucava
transformaciju u skladu sa potrebama istrazivanja, sa problemom koji se razmatra,
brojem nivoa kroz kojise vrSiuparivanje, poredenja, kaoibrojaelemenata porazli¢itim
hijerarhijskim nivoima. Takvu prednost brojni istrazivaci su koristili u razli¢itim
naucnim oblastima.(Parekh, et al.,, 2015; Delmonico, et al., 2018; Jurik, et al., 2020;
Ristanovi¢, et al.,, 2022; Sostar, et al., 2023a; Sostar, et al., 2023b) Stekao je ulogu najsire
primenjenog metoda ponderisanja sa vise elemenata za podrsku odlucivanju. Ovaj
alat omogucava donosiocima odluka da procene kriterijume evaluacije i poboljsaju
donosenje odluka. Primenjen je u brojnim oblastima za reSavanje slozenih problema
sa vise kriterijuma. Stoga AHP metoda moze biti pogodna za primenu u upravljanju
otpadom na lokalnom nivou posto doprinosi efikasnijem donosenju odluka pomocu
rangiranja kriterijuma i alternativa po vaznosti.

Opsta hipoteza:

HO: Svest o znacCaju recikliranja za ekonomiju je izrazen

Specifi¢ne hipoteze:

H1: Ako se pojacavaju kapaciteti, povecace se obim recikliranja otpada

H2: Veci stepen obrazovanja ljudi dac¢e tehnoloski i inovaciono bolji efekat na
okruzenje
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Ovaj papir je koncipiran kroz sledec¢e delove. Nakon apstrakta, uvodnog dela
i metodologije predstavljen je AHP metod i postupak ocenjivanja. Sledi, deo koji
sadrzZi rezultate ove analize i zakljucak.

Metodologija

Za pracenje elemenata koji odreduju upravljanje otpadom potrebno je proceniti
njihovu ulogu u cirkularnoj ekonomiji. Osmisljen je algoritam za procenu kriterijuma
za donosenje odluka o kriterijumima upravljanja otpadom i alternativama u
postizanja boljih rezultata upravljanja otpadom. Identifikovano je 5 kriterijuma i 4
alternative za razgovor sa stru¢njacima iz oblasti odrzive i cirkularne ekonomije,
zastite zivotne sredine i tehnologije. U cilju utvrdivanja vektora teZine sprovedena je
stru¢na ocena eksperata, koja je pomogla kona¢no poredenje indikatora po nivoima
koris¢enjem strukture AHP metode. Ovako koncipiran algoritam omogucio nam je
da identifikujemo glavne elemente upravljanja otpadom na lokalnom nivou u Srbiji.

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Hijerarhijska struktura. Na vrhu hijerarhijske strukture je postavljen problem ili
cilj. Na nizem nivou su definisani kriterijumi koji se koriste za evaluaciju. Kreiraju
se matrice po razli¢itim nivoima, odreduju se vektori tezina. Potom se uparivanje
poredenja vrsi izmedu razli¢itih nivoa. Ishodi ovih uparivanja su matrice koje se
koriste za vrednovanje a potom se rangiraju kako bi se donosile odluke. Prilikom
odredivanja prioriteta za pojedinacne uporedne sudove koristi Saaty skala mernih
odnosa (Tabela1).

Na najnizem hijerarhijskom nivou su postavljene alternative za donosenje odluka.
Konacna ocena se ogleda u sintezi prioriteta, i to se smatra zavrSenom evaluacija za
odredivanje vaznosti kriterijuma i alternativnog ucinka.

AHP metod. Procena sistema odlucivanja o upravljanju otpadom na lokalnom
nivouu Srbiji ukljucuje nekoliko faktora. Analiziramo faktore okruzenja, ekonomske
faktore, tehnoloske faktore, faktore koji se vezuju za inovacije i drustvene faktore.
Na osnovu ovih faktora ocenjujemo problem odlucivanja. Razvoj nezavisnog AHP
metoda za evaluaciju upravljanja otpadom je krajnji cilj istrazivanja. U osnovi, AHP
metoda daje moguénost poredenja u paru za procenu prioriteta. U tu svrhu se
definiSe matrica veliC¢ine nxn. Tako se kreira hijerarhijska ili mrezna prezentacija
problema kroz koju se definisu reSenja postavljenog cilja. Sve numericke vrednosti
se unose u matricu, redosledom koji odgovara matric(nom nizu u matematici.
Dijagonala matrice uzima vrednostil, u gornjem trouglu matrice unose se vrednosti,
dok u donjem trouglu matrice njihove recipro¢ne vrednosti. Takva matrica se koristi
za dalje poredenje u paru na razliCitim nivoima hijerarhijske strukture.

Broj matrica zavisi od broja elemenata koji se nalazi na svakom hijerarhijskom
nivou. Takode, redosled matrica odreduju elementi koji su povezani na razli¢itim
nivoima unutar strukture. U nastavku evaluacije, svaki element se ocenjuje
pomocu relativne skale poredenja u paru. Ovde se javlja i osnovni nedostatak AHP
metoda. To je da postoji odredeni stepen nedoslednosti, s obzirom na to da su u
poredenjima uklju¢eni subjektivni stavovi. Ocena je efikasna ako je konzistentna, pa
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se sprovodi ocenjivanje konzistentnosti. Izracunava se odnos doslednosti (CR). Prvo
se vrsi proracun za svojstvenu vrednost (Amax) i indeks konzistentnosti (jednacina
1). Potom, jednacina 2, se izraCunava odnos konzistentnosti (CR) je odnos indeksa
konzistentnosti (Cl) prema slucajnom indeksu (RI). Ako je vrednost koeficijenta
konzistentnosti (CR) manja od 10%, postoji doslednost i procenjeni pokusaj
poboljSanja doslednosti je prihvacen. Ako je veci od 10%, postupak se ponavlja. Kada
se dobiju konzistentne ocene tezina, ostvaruje se ukupni prioritet.

Pomocu distributivnog modela agregacije sintetizuju se vektori teZina, potom se
ocenjuje indeks konzistentnosti i stepen konzistentnosti,

gde je RI slucajni indeks (indeks konzistencije matrice veli¢ine n slucajno
generisanih poredenja parova). IzraCunate vrednosti slu¢ajnog indeksa prikazane
su u tabeli 2.

Da bi se ispitala konzistentnost rezultata potrebno je prethodno izracunati
maksimalnu sopstvenu vrednost matrice poredenja (Amax). Gornja granica za
ocenu indeksa konzistentnosti je 0.1. Ukoliko je indeks konzistentnosti veéi od 10%
vrednovanje u matricitreba korigovati,odnosno ponoviti poredenje pravila metodom
sopstvenih vrednosti. Rangiranjem konacnih vrednosti indeksa konzistentnosti
dobija se resenje problema odlucivanja.
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Rezultati

Na samom pocetku analize definisan je cilj. Prva faza AHP metoda podrazumeva
uporedivanje kriterijuma sa postavljenim ciljem. Potom su definisani alternative
hijerarhijske strukture. Za odabir najvaznijih elemenata upravljanja otpadom
izvrSeno je uporedivanje 4 alternative, na osnovu 5 kriterijuma. Sledeca faza je
vrednovanje kriterijuma (na osnovu napred navedene Satijeve devetostepene
skale), Ciji je cilj definisanje teZinskih koeficijenata potrebnih za procenu i selekciju
pokazatelja upravljanja otpadom. U petoj fazi ocenjuju se alternative na osnovu
svakog kriterijuma, tj. svaka od 4 alternative bice ocenjena na osnovu 5 razmatranih
kriterijuma odlucCivanja. Svaka alternativa c¢e dobiti svoju vrednost. Konacno, u
poslednja faza predstavlja donosenje odluke i izbor varijanti. Ekonomski pokazatelj
koji ima najvecdi stepen vrednosti bice najpovoljnije reSenje za malo gazdinstvo.

Donosilac odluke je imao zadatak da izdvoji kriterijume, potom da sprovede
poredenje kriterijuma u parovima u odnosu na cilj (koris¢enjem Saaty-ve skale), da
bi potom sproveo poredenje varijanti u parovima u odnosu na svaki kriterijum.

Tabela 3. pokazuje da su najznacajniji kriterijumi za odlucivanje o upravljanju
otpadom okruzenje ili zivotna sredina (C1) i drustvena odgovornost gradana na
lokalnom nivou (C5). Zatim slede kriterijumitehnoloske prirode (C3), odrzive inovacije
(C4) i ekonomski kriterijumi (C2), redom po veliCini pondera tezina posmatrani.
Kako bi se izbegle greske prilikom donosenja zaklju¢aka u odredivanju vrednosti
kriterijuma kod matrice parnog poredenja, vrsi se procena obima odstupanja od
konzistentnosti. Prvo se izraCunava maksimalna sopstvenu vrednost matrice
poredenja (Amax = 5.284), izvodi ocenu indeksa konzistentnosti (Cl = 0.07) i stepena
konzistentnosti (CR = 0.063). Kako je izraCunata vrednost indeksa konzistentnosti
manja od 0.1 to znaci je matrica poredenja dobro postavljena.
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Sledeci korak u konceptu AHP metoda, vrSeno ocenjivanje varijanti prema
svakom od kriterijuma pojedinacno. Tabela 4. pokazuje matrice poredenja varijanti
u odnosu na pet kriterijuma i odgovarajuci tezinski vektori.

U tabeli 4. predstavljene su matrice poredenja (Al — obrazovanje, A2 — kapaciteti,
A3 — investicije, A4 — regulativa) po kriterijumima (C1-C5). Za odrzivost na lokalnom
nivou dominantne su vazni obrazovanje ljudi i raspolozivi kapaciteti jedinica lokalne
samouprave. Ekonomski kriterijumi upravljanja zalihama podrazumevaju ulaganja u
kapacitet i investicije u cirkularnu ekonomiju. Glavni pokazatelj tehnoloskih aspekata
upravljanja otpadom jeste obrazovanje ljudi, jer vedi nivo obrazovanja podrazumeva
vedi broj inzenjera, bolju informisanost i ve¢u drustvenu odgovornost. Pitanje odrzivih
inovacija u upravljanju zalihama najvise se zasniva na regulativi i obrazovanju. Sto
je visi nivo regulative to je veca verovatnoc¢a da se se efekti adekvatnog upravljanja
otpadom bolje manifestovati na zivotnu sredinu. Drustvena odgovornost u kontekstu
upravljanja otpadom u najve¢em obimu vezuje se za obrazovanje gradana i regulativu
o odrzivoj ekonomiji. Posto su izraCunati prioriteti kriterijuma u odnosu na cilj, kao i
prioriteti alternativa sa postovanjem kriterijuma, pristupa se izracunavanju prioriteta
alternativa u odnosu na cilj. Ovo se jednostavno radi preko proizvoda tezina (Pj). Na
kraju postupka sprovodi se ukupna sinteza problema izbora, nakon ¢ega je moguce
izvrsiti rangiranje pokazatelja za lokalnu zajednicu (Tabela 5). DonoSenje konacne
odluke, tj. odabir optimalnog modela upravljanja pronalazimo u alternativi najvecoj
po vrednosti ranga koja ima najvecu ukupnu tezinu.

Vrednost u tabeli 5. pokazuje da je procedura AHP metoda sprovedena ispravno
i tacno. Naime, zbir svih vrednosti za alternative (poslednja kolona), odnosno
kriterijume (poslednji red) jednak jedinici .

Konacna odluka ukazuje da je kod lokalnih zajednica, posmatrano sa aspekta
upravljanja otpadom presudna povrSina obradivog zemljista u gazdinstvu, manju
ulogu imaju broj ¢lanova domacdinstva i kvalitet zemljista. Kod kriterijuma dominira
uticaj cene poljoprivrednih proizvoda i kanali distribucije. Ovaj ilustrativni primer
malog gazdinstva zaista odaje realnu sliku — mali broj ¢lanova gazdinstva, jedino
cena predstavlja mogucénost za akumulaciju finansijskih sredstava, i prodaja na
vise mesta (otkup, pijace, trgovinski lanci), zemlja je rodna pa dominira veli¢ina
obradivog zemljista, a podsticaji su neustaljeni i podrazumevaju kapacitete koje
Cesto prevazilaze moguénosti malog gazdinstva. Ukljucivanje dodatnih kriterijumai
varijanta moguce je sagledati detaljnije performanse gazdinstava u Srbiji.

Zakljucak

Zadnjih decenija koncept cirkularne ekonomije sve vise privlaCi paznju
medunarodnih institucija i organizacija. Tome svedodi i Cinjenica da je jedan od
najznacajnih ciljeva Ujedinjenih nacija u postizanju odrzivog razvoja upravo razvoj
cirkularne ekonomije.(UNIDO, 2017).

Osnovni postulati cirkularne ekonomije usmereni su na razdvajanje ekonomskog
rasta od potrosnje resursa i podsticanje odrzivog razvoja (Blum, et al, 2020). O
reciklazi kao nacinu tretiranja komunalnog otpada bilo je reci jos u drevnoj civilizaciji,
ali tek krajem 20. veka proces reciklaze je doziveo potpunu ekspanziju kao pristup u
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reSavanju problema sa komunalnim otpadom koji je u tom momentu predstavljao
znacajan problem po Zivotnu sredinu. Recikliranje predstavlja jednostavno i ekoloski
odgovorno ponaSanje pojedinaca i institucija koje iz godine u godinu sve vise
zaokuplja paznju na globalnom nivou. (Zhang, et al., 2018; Sui, et al., 2024) Kako bi se
na adekvatan nacin upravljali komunalnim otpadom neophodno je raditi procene
sadasnjih i buducih tokova otpada. Procene sadasnjih i buducih tokova predstavljaju
bazu za planiranje upravljanja otpadom.

Pored toga Ssto su institucije i organizacije primenjivale proces reciklaze,
drustvo u celini nije bilo osve¢eno po pitanju adekvatnog upravljanja komunalnim
otpadom i koristima od istog. Upravo jedan od najznacajnih ciljeva svih institucija,
organizacija, nauc¢ne zajednice jeste u osvescéivanju drustva u celini po pitanju svesti
o0 adekvatnom upravljanju komunalnim otpadom.

lako se do danas dosta postiglo i vidljivi su rezultati ulozenih napora vezani za
jacanje svesti oznacaju reciklaze, idalje to treba da bud impertiv u bliskoj buduénosti.

Uovomistrazivanjuje prikazan postupakresavanjavisekriterijumskog odlucivanja,
pomoc¢u AHP metoda. Primenom AHP metode, metode visekriterijumskog
odlucivanja, dobijeni rezultati su pokazali da su pet najvaznijih kriterijuma kod 1.
okruzenja (rang: 1), 2. ekonomski (rang: 5), 3. tehnoloski (rang: 3), 4. inovacija (rang:
4) i 5. drustvenih (rang: 2), kao kljuc¢ni u adekvatnom upravljanju otpadom izdvojeni:
obrazovanje (rang: 1), kapaciteti (rang: 2), regulativa (rang: 3), investicije (rang: 4).

Pravac istrazivanja je uspesno realizovan u kontekstu postavljenih hipoteza
istrazivanja. Rezultati su pokazali da je osnovna hipoteza potvrdena, tj. da je svest
o znacCaju recikliranja izrazena. Prva specificna hipoteza, vecli kapaciteti, vode
vecem obimu recikliranja, je logi¢no postavljena i odgovara trendovima u drugim
zemljama koje imaju izrazene rezultate u pogledu upravljanja otpadom. Medutim,
rezultati AHP metode pokazuju, slicno anketnim rezultatima, pokazali su da su
nedovoljni kapaciteti i da, shodno tome, postoje |0siji rezultati. Potencijalno, sa
rastom kapaciteta moze se oCekivati veci obim i kvalitet reciklaze. Druga specifi¢na
hipoteza, parafrazirano obrazovanjem preko tehnoloskih inovacija do manjeg
zagadenja Zivotne sredine, je potvrdena. Visoka svest o zivotnoj sredini dolaze sa
kriterijjumom obrazovanja, jer su obrazovani ljudi vise zainteresovani za tehnolosSka
reSenja koja ¢e voditi odrzivoj zivotnoj sredini.

Ovakva primena metoda visekriterijumskog odlucivanja se pokazala korisnom
i dovoljnom osnovom za buduce istrazivanje slicnin tema odrzive i cirkularne
ekonomije. UkljuCivanjem novih elemenata u hijerarhijske nivoe moguce je
dobiti detaljnije podatke. Ohrabruje Cinjenica da bi se na postoje¢im podacima iz
ankete mogle doneti jos detaljnije ocene o upravljanju otpadom, ukljucivanjem
demografskih podataka.
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THE ROLE OF WASTE
MANAGEMNT IN

THE CIRCULAR ECONOMY
USING THE AHP METHOD

Abstract: The growing awareness of the importance of waste management in
the economy has become an important issue of sustainability in recent years. The
circular economy implies a higher degree of success in waste management. The
aim of this paper is to analyze waste management at the local level. The research
is based on a questionnaire of 250 respondents of different age and levels of
education. The results obtained from the survey will be part of scientific research
papers that represent the result of the Circular awareness project co-financed
by the Secretariat for Environmental Protection of the City of Novi Sad. A model
has been developed that should enable much healthier and more sustainable
environment. We made the decision on waste management factors based on multi-
criteria decision-making (MCDM). We used the Analytical Hierarchy Process (AHP
method) to evaluate the elements that influence better waste management at the
local level, which citizens rated as crucial in order to protect the environment. The
results showed that without the education of people and available capacities, it is
not possible to achieve a sustainable environment. An important component is the
social responsibility of individuals at the local level. In this way, we have opened up
space for future analyzes that can include regression models, and evaluate relations
between individual categories.

UPRAVLIANJA OTPADOM |
RECIKLAZE U ZASTITI ZIVOTNE

Apstrakt: Cilj rada je da ukaze na znacaj, ali i koristi od reciklaze i predstave
mere i aktivnosti koje utiCu na podizanje svesti kod omladine grada Novog Sada
o znacaju reciklaze, odnosno pravilnom tretiranju komunalnog otpada. U radu ¢e
biti predstavljeno tretiranje komunalnog otpada nekada i sada i razvojni put nac¢ina
tretiranja istog. Pravilno tretiranje komunalnog otpada ima brojne koristi, a jedna od
najvaznijih zastita zivotne sredine i omogucavanje povoljnih uslova za pravilan rast
i razvoj zajenice u celini. Takode, u radu ¢e biti prikazano istrazivanje sprovedeno za
potrebe projekta sufinansiranog od strane Sekretarijata za zastitu zivotne sredine
grada Novog Sada, a koje se odnosi na utvrdivanje nivoa svesti omladine grada
Novog Sada o reciklazi i koristima od nje. Nakon predstavljanja rezultata do kojih se
doslo na osnovu istrazivanja bi¢e predstavljene preporuke i smernice sta je potrebno
uciniti kako bi svest kod omladine grada Novog Sada bila na zadovoljavaju¢em
nivou.

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Uvod

Ekonomija kao nauka se bavi definisanjem najboljeg nacina sprovodenja
osnovnih ekonomskih aktivnosti, pronalazenjem najbolje kombinacije koristi i
troskova u postupku dobijanja dobara koja na trzistu dobijaju svoju vrednost, a da pri
tom bude prisutna racionalna upotreba oskudnih resursa. Ovo zahteva racionalno
ponasanje kako pojedinaca, tako i grupa, kako potrosaca, tako i proizvodaca. Nuzno
je razviti svest o racionalnoj upotrebi resursa, odnosno nuznost savremenog doba
jeste razvoj cirkularne svesti svakog pojedinca.

Efikasnost u iskoris¢avanju prirodnih, ali i drugih resursa vodi ka visem
ekonomskom rastu i razvoju kao i svukupnom blagostanju. Shodno tome, moze se
re¢i da efikasnost u koris¢enju svih resursa sa kojima se raspolaze predstavlja put
kako da se postigne vise sa manje (Milutinovi¢ S., 2020).

Ako sagledamo razliCite definicije ekonomije tokom razvoja ekonomske misli,
moze se jasno uvideti jedna zajednicka Cinjenica, a to je da je najbitnija razvijenost
svesti o pravilnoj upotrebi resursa.

Kako Lipsi (Lipsey R. G., 1971) navodi ekonomija se bavi alokacijom drustvenih
resursa na alterntivhe upotrebe i raspodelom drustvenog proizvoda na grupe i
pojedince, promenama proizvodnje i raspodelom tokom vremena i efikasnoscu,
odnosno neefikasnos¢u ekonomskih sistema (Stojanovi¢ |, 2002), tako prema
Alfredu Marsalu (Marshallu A, 1997) ekonomija prouc¢ava covecanstvo u obi¢nom
privrednom zivotu, dok prema Lipsiju (Lipsey R.G., 1971) ekonomija predstavlja
proucavanje upotrebe retkih resursa u cilju zadovoljenja neogranicenih ljudskih
potreba (Josifidis K., 2012).

Sa druge strane, Pol Semjuelson (Samjuelson, P., Nordhaus, V., 2009) i Vilijam
Nordhaus (Samjuelson, P., Nordhaus, V., 2009) isticu da ekonomija proucava kako
drustva koriste retke resurse u proizvodnji vrednih roba i njhovu distribuciju izmedu
razliCitih grupa (Nestorovi¢ M., 2017). Robins (Robins L., 2000) vrlo jednostavno
postavlja definisanost pojma ekonomije sa konstatacijom da je to nauka o
alternativnom koris¢enju retkih resursa (Samjuelson, P., Nordhaus, V., 2009). Prema
Stojanovi¢u, ekonomija kao nauka predstavlja iznalazenje metoda ¢ija primena u
procesima ekonomskih aktivnosti ljudi omogucava uspesSno upravljanje "nekom
kuc¢om”, bilo da je re¢ o porodi¢nom domacdinstvu, odnosno gazdinstvu, preduzecu,
privredi jedne drzave, ili pak o svetskoj privredi (Stojanovic I, 2002). Sli¢an stavima i
Milanovi¢, da ekonomija proucava delovanje opstih zakona u proizvodnji, raspodeli,
razmeni i potrosnji nacionalnog bogatsva, kao i odnose medu ljudima u tim
procesima (Milanovi¢, M. R,, 2009).

Izjednog drugacijeg ugla posmatranja, Dzonaton Haris (Jonathan M. Harris, 2009)
zastupastavdasestandardnaekonomijazivotnesredine oslanjana mikroekonomske
teorije, koje podrazumevaju pojedinac¢na pitanja resursa i zivotne sredine, dok
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makroekonomska teorija stavlja ekonomski sistem u Siri ekoloski kontekst, odnosno
ona se bavi medusobnim odnosom ekonomskog rasta i ekosistema (Dragicevic i
drugi, 2019).

Sa velikim klimatskim promenama, gubitkom biodiverziteta, globalnom krizom
po pitanju vode i mnogim drugim manifestacijama globalnih promena Zivotne
sredine, ocCigledna je nuznost kako ekonomista, tako i celog drustva da se bave
odrzivos¢u ekonomije. Odrzivost podrazumeva normativni pojam o nacinu na koji
ljuditrebadadeluju prema prirodi, njihovoj medusobnojodgovornostiiodgovornosti
prema buducim generacijama (Baumgartner S., Quaas M., F., 2009). Upravljanje
Zzivotnom sredinom odnosi se i na upravljanje ne samo prirodnim resursima ili
prirodnim procesima, vec i postupcima koje Cine ljudi ukljuceni u prirodne sisteme
na odredenoj teritoriji (Crnjar M., Crnjar K., 2009).

Neracionalnost u definisanju individualnih potreba i nedovoljno razvijena svest
0 upotrebi resursa za zadovoljenje vecih i manjih ljudskih potreba, dovela je do
planetarnog problema — oskudnost resursa. Globalna potrosnja energije duplirana
je izmedu 1800. i 1900.godine (Amouroux J.M.M., 2015), a tokom 20. veka porasla je
viSe od dvadeset puta (Ritchie H. i drugi, 2020).

Ocekivanja su da ¢e do 2030. godine rasti za dodatnih 50%2 ukoliko se ne razvije
dovoljno jaka cirkularna svest.

Akumulacija kapitala, masovna proizvodnja, razvoj informacione tehnologije,
razvoj ljudskih potreba u stilu novih izazova doveli su do stvaranja novih modela
ekonomije, od kojih je jedan znacajan koncept cirkularne ekonomije koji pruza
odgovore na mnoge manifestacije globalnih promena zivotne sredine, pomenute
klimatske promenama, gubitak biodiverziteta, globalnu krizu po pitanju vode
i slicno. OcCigledna je nuznost kako ekonomista, tako i celog drusStva da se bave
odrzivos¢u ekonomije i razvojem cirkularne svesti kod svakog pojedinca.

Prema Vinans (Winans i drugi, 2017) ameri¢ki profesori DzZzon Lajl i Vilijam
MekDonou (John Lyle, William McDonough) i nemacki hemicari Mihael Braungart
i Valter Sthel (Michael Braungart i Walter Stahel) bili zacetnici koncepta cirkularna
ekonomija (Winans i drugi, 2017; Upadhayay S. i drugi, 2024). Prema Luis i Kelma
(Luis E., Celma D., 2020) prvi autori koji su uspostavili koncept cirkularne ekonomije
jos1976. godine bili su Valter Sthel i Redi Mulvej (Wautelet T, 2018; Stahel W. i drugji,
1981).

Prema drugim autorima o cirkularnoj ekonomiji kao konceptu prvi put je bilo reci
u delu “Economics of Natural Resources and the Environment” autora Pirs i Tarnera
(Pearce D.W., Turner R.K, 1989; Pearce D.W., Turner R.K, 1991, Wautelet T., 2018).
Navedeni autori predstavljeni su kao autori koji su prvi put formalno uveli termin
cirkularna ekonomija kao ekonomski model. U navedenom delu najveci akcenat

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stavljen je na proces recikliranja (Pearce D.W., Turner R.K,, 1989; Akkucuk U., 2019).

Cirkularna ekonomija obezbeduje efikasno funkcioniranje ekonomije u kojoj
kruze sirovine i pretvaraju se iz jednog oblika u drugi, te se samim tim stvara
minimalna koli¢ina otpada (Grdi¢ Z., 2021). Osnova cirkularne ekonomije je da otpad
ne postoji.

Cirkularna ekonomija s obzirom da se predstavlja kao krug, ¢ini zatvoren sistem.
Na ovaj nacin organizovana ekonomija nebi trebalo da ima uticaj na zivotnu
sredinu, jer osnovni postulati cirkularne ekonomije se svode na ,kruzenje materijala
i Nnjegovu ponovnu upotrebu” uz minimalno koriséenje energije i vode (OEBS,
2019). Kada je zastupljena cirkularna ekonomija iz otpada se dobija sekundarna
sirovina. Kruzni reciklazni ciklus se moze odvijati na tri razli¢ita nacina i to ponovnim
koris¢enjem, daljom upotrebom za proizvodnju istog proizvoda i iskoris¢avanjem
u druge namene. Da bi otpad bio sekundarna sirovina pogodna za dalju upotrebu
neophodno je da ima odreden stepen kvaliteta (Milanovi¢ Z., Sinci¢ D., 2018; Pesevic
D., 2022).

Prema definiciji verifikovanoj od strane Ujedinjenih nacija (UN, 2003), proces
recikliranje nije samo uniStavanje materijala, vec¢ je viSe od toga i podrazumeva
preusmeravanje otpadnih materijala ka njihovom slede¢em Zivotnom ciklusu.

Visi stepen reciklaze ima pozitivan uticaj na stanovnistvo u celosti po pitanju
zdravije zivotne sredine, ali i po industriju. Takode, koristi koje imaju industrije koje
koriste primarne materijale, upotrebom sekundarnih materijala moze smanjiti
potreba za kupovinom ili ekstrakcijom primarnih materijala (Oakdene H., 2011). Jos
neke od koristi koje se ostvaruju koris¢enjem recikliranog materijala u proizvodnji
jeste smanjenje cena primarnih sirovina i zavisnosti od uvoza materijala (World
Economic Forum, 2014).

Razvoj cirkularne svesti je temelj novog koncepta ekonomije, cirkularne
ekonomije, koji svoje ekonomske aktivnosti (proizvodnja, potrosnja, raspodela i
razmena) gradi na efikasnom koris¢enju resursa, racionalnom definisanju potreba,
obnovljivosti o¢uvanju, eliminisanju hemikalija i otpada, regeneraciji prirodnog
sistema i Sto duzem zivotnom ciklusu proizvoda, Sto za direktnu posledicu ima
smanjenje otpada i ustedu u koris¢enju resursa (materijalnih i nematerijanih).

Cirkularna svest je realtivno inovirana pojava na trzistu i podrazumeva da se
funkcija, na¢in upotrebe resursa transformise u smeru povecane racionalnsoti.
Cirkularna svest ne priznaje otpad, ve¢ ono 5to je nekome otpadno sredstvo, drugima
je input. Ovo podrazumeva da se vrednost svakog resursa iznova obnavlja samo u
drugacijem obliku.

Nov nacin pogleda na upotrebu resursa, odnosno, cirkularna svest, zahteva i
nove modele ekonomije, nove modele poslovanja. Od linerane ekonomije, koja ima
putanju ulazni elementi-proizvodnja-otpad, dolazimo do cirkularne ekonomije koja
podrazumeva recikliranje resursa koji se vise ne mogu upotrebiti u postoje¢em
ciklusu, taCnije, prema tradicionalnom modelu, reciklira otpad. Porazavajuci podatak
je da se samo oko 40% otpada na godisnjem nivou reciklira u Evropi.
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Ukoliko je nivo cirkularne svesti na visokom nivou zastupljeni su sledeci postulati
otpad ne postoji, vec¢ su to i dalje upotrebljivi resursi, neobnovljiv resurs na prvi
pogled treba pokusati reparirati, obnoviti, u proizvodnji se korriste samo obnoviljivi
resursi, dodatno osiguranje ovakvog nacina poslovanja.

Usavremenim uslovima zivotairada, pitanje upravljanja otpadom je sve aktuelnije.
lako je upravljanje otpadom tema koja je narocito aktuelizovana tokom 20. veka,
ono je bilo tema i u proslosti c¢emu svedoce brojna istrazivanja kao i publikacije
i radovi koji su proistekli iz istih. Danas, komunalni, ali i druge vrste otpada se ne
posmatraju kao nekada kada je bilo dovoljno na adekvatan nacin tretirati otpada,
odnosno premestiti ga od mesta gde je nastao do deponije ili spalionice, ve¢ ono sto
je otpad za jednu kompaniju za drugu je resurs. Ono ¢emu se tezi u samom procesu
proizvodnje godinama unazad, ali i danas jeste proizvodnja sa nula otpada. Nacini
tretiranja komunalnog otpada su se menjali kroz vreme.

Prvi pisani dokumenti o nac¢inu tretiranja otpada datiraju jos iz perioda 3000.
godina pre nove ere (Uriarte F.A. (Jr), Uriarte F.A; 2008). Za navedeni period,
odnosno 3000. godina pre nove ere postoji zabelezeno da je u gradu Knososu na
Kritu bila napravljena prva poznata organizovana deponija otpada. Nakon toga,
PO uzoru na prvu deponiju, 2500. godina pre nove ere sagradena je prva gradska
deponija (Uriarte F.A. (Ir.), Uriarte F.A.; 2008) koja se odnosila na grad Atinu i koja je
bila udaljena 2 km od gradskih zidina (Pesevi¢ D.; 2022). S obzirom na udaljenost od
gradskih zidina bilo je neophodno napraviti sistem prikupljanja i odvoza otpada na
deponiju. Ovaj trend organizovanja otpada i odvozenja van gradskih zidina posluzio
je kao dobar primer ostalima. Isti sistem organizovanja otpada u antic¢kom periodu
zabelezen je i u gradovima Rimskog carstva, Idiji, Kini i Jerusalimu.

Prve spalionice otpada su sagradene u Notingemu u Engleskoj 1874. godine
(Jamasb T. i drugi, 2010) i 1885. godine u Njujorku, a taj trend dobre prakse ispratie
su i Nemacka, Francuska i Kanada.

Do pre 1959. godine vecina komunalnog otpada je deponovana na otvorenom,
odnosno odlagana na otvorenim deponijama van zidina gradova. Od 1959. godineg,
Americko drustvo gradevinskih inzenjera (ASCE) definisalo je ,sanitarnu deponiju®
i uputstvo kako pravilno postupati sa komunalnim otpadom (Vallero D.A,, Blight G,
2019; Vaverkova M.D., 2019).

Podaci brojnih zvani¢nih institucija, kao i istrazivaca koji se bave ovom temom
govore da stopa stvaranja otpada je u porastu.

U izvesStaju iz 2018. godine Svetska banka navodi da se na godiSnhjem nivou u
svetu proizvede oko 2,01 milijarde tona ¢vrstog komunalnog otpada, od ¢ega se sa
najmanje 33% cvrstog komunalnog otpada ne upravlja na adekvatan nacin, ve¢ da
se on baca ili spaljuje na otvorenom.

Takode, u izvestaju Svetske banke, ali i kod drugih autora koji se bave ovom
temom navodi da su predvidanja po pitanju proizvodnje komunalnog otpada da
bi se do 2050. godine proizvodnja otpada mogla povecéati za 70%, odnosno do 3,4
milijarde tona (Wilson D. C., Webster M.; 2018), ukoliko se nastavi trend koji je danas
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zastupljen (Kaza S. i drugi, 2018; Wilson D. C., Webster M.; 2018).

Prema sprovedenim istrazivanjima brojnih autora otpad koji se stvara po osobi
dnevno iznosi 0,74 kilograma (Ferronato N., Torretta V., 2019), ali ta koli¢ina varira u
zavisnosti od ekonomske razvijenosti drzave i krece se od 0,11 do 4,54 kilograma
(Pesevi¢ D., 2022; Kaza S. i drugi, 2018).

U zemljama urazvoju,savremeni uslovizivota, urbanizacija, migracije stanovnistva
razlozi koji dovode do povecanja ionako velike koli¢ine ¢vrstog komunalnog otpada
(Minghua Z. i drugi, 2009; Firdaus G., Ahmad A., 2010; Marshall R. E., Farahbakhsh K,
2013; Akimanizanye V., Nsanzumukiza V. M. i drugi 2020).

Rezultati istrazivanja

Period koji predstavlja prekretnicu kod stanovnistva kada pocinje razmisljati o
zastiti zivotne sredine je period po zavrsetku Drugog svetskog rata. Kod stanovnistva
pocinje da se razvija svest o znacaju zastite Zivotne sredine i to u pravacu toga da se
polako pocinju crpeti necbnovljivi resursi i da nacin odlaganja otpada u proizvodnji
utice na kvalitet Zivota stanovnista.

Na teritoriji Republike Srbije, kao i grada Novog Sada institucije obrazovanja, ali
i druge institucije su spoznale koristi od zelene tranzicije po pitanju ekonomske,
drustvene i ekoloske prednosti i sprovode neke od aktivnostilkdona nivou lokalne
samouprave, tako i na nivou drzave, ali te aktivnosti su joS uvek na nedovoljnom
nivou. lako su institucije obrazovanja spoznale koristi od zelene tranzicije, omladina
grada Novog Sada prema rezultatima do kojih smo dosli jos uvek nije u potpunosti
osvescéena po tomdau

Cilj koji se zeleo postici istrazivanjem na temu cirkularne ekonomije, odnosno
koristima koje se ostvaruju procesom reciklaze bio je unapredenje informisanosti o
Stetnosti otpada po zivotnu sredinu i klimatske promene, ukazivanje na moguénosti
koris¢enja otpada u cirkularnoj ekonomiji gde otpad postaje resurs, podsticanje
usvajanja modela cirkularne ekonomije zasnovane na zivotnom ciklusu proizvoda.
Preporuke i smernice kao rezultat nauc¢no istrazivackog rada su usmerene na
edukaciju o znacaju upravljanja otpadom, narocito komunalnim i ambalaznim,
promovisanje dobrih praksiiobrazaca poslovanja kada je re€ o upravljanju otpadom.

Za potrebe projekta Cirkularna svest sufinansiranog od strane Sekretarijata
za zastitu zivotne sredine grada Novog Sada napravljen je upitnik koji bi pokazao
koliko je omladina Novog Sada upoznata sa osnovnom terminologijom vezanom
za reciklazu i koristima od iste kao i da li oni kao okosnica jednog drustva imaju
odredene preporuke sta bi trebalo uraditi kako bi se povecala informisanost i svest
o reciklazi, kao i nivo u¢escéa celokupnog stanovnistva, a posebno omladinu Novog
Sada u samom procesu reciklaze. Rezultati proistekli iz anketnog upitnika bi¢e deo
naucnoistrazivackih radova koji predstavljaju rezultat projekta Cirkularna svest.
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Upitnik koris¢en u istrazivanju sastoji se od tri pitanja opsteg tipa i osam pitanja
fokusiranih na informisanost o reciklazi i ucestvovanje u procesu reciklaze. Fokus
grupa bila je omladina grada Novog Sada u rasponu godina od 15-26. Broj ispitanika
koji je uCetvovao u anketiranju je 250.

Ucesnici su anketirani nasumicno, putem licnih kontakta kao i u saradnji sa
obrazovnim institucijama grada Novog Sada. Obrazovne institucije grada Novog
Sada su nam omogucile da dodemo do potpunijih podataka o tome koliko je
informisana omladina grada Novog Sada o reciklazi i koristima od reciklaze za
pojedinca kao i o koristima od reciklaze po celokupnu zajednicu i oCuvanje Zivotne
sredine.

nije razmisljalo o tome da li je neophodno sprovesti odredenje aktivnosti da bi
se unapredio sistem upravljanja otpadom, dok je 4 ispitanika odgovorilo da nije
neophodno sprovesti odredenje aktivnosti da bi se unapredio sistem upravljanja
otpadom.

Poslednje pitanje u upitniku bilo je da li imate neki predlog kako se moze uticati
na vecu zainteresovanost omladine za reciklazu i upoznavanje sa proizvodnjom sa
nula otpada je ostavljeno otvoreno za odgovore po zelji ispitanika, odnosno bilo je
opciono, da li zele ili ne da odgovore, odnosno daju predlog, i na ovo pitanje nesto
manje od trecine ispitanika je dao odgovor.

Dobijeni odgovori na otvoreno pitanje u anketnom upitniku distribuirani su u pet
kategorija.

U prvu kategoriju svrstani su odgovori ispitanika koji nisu bili preterano
zainteresovani da daju odredeni odgovor kao ni kontretan predlog, aktivnostilimeru
koju bi sproveli kako bi se povecao nivo informisanosti i svesti o procesu reciklaze i
koristima od iste.

U drugu kategoriju mogu se svrstati odgovori ispitanika koji smatraju da stepen
informisanosti o procesu reciklaze kao i koristima od iste po pojedinca, drustvo i
okolinu, nije na zadovoljavaju¢em nivou i da bi se taj problem mogao resiti kroz
uvodenje edukacije po pitanju zastite Zivotne sredine od najranijih dana odrastanja
gde najvecu ulogu imaju roditelji kroz vaspitanje, a kasnije kroz sistem obrazovanja
od nizih pa sve do visih razreda osnovne Skole, a kasnije i sredne skole.

U tre¢u kategoriju odgovora ispitanika svrstani su njihovi predlozi vezani za
podizanje svesti o reciklazi i koristima od iste putem drustvenih mreza i sredstava
informisanja. Ovo se narocito odnosi na mladu generaciju koja veliki deo slobodnog
vremena provodi prateci sadrzaje na drustvenim mrezama.

U Cetvrtu kategoriju svrstani su odgovori ispitanika koji smatraju da bi lokalna
zajednici mogla vise da ucini vezano za vecu dostupnost i pristupacnost kontejnera
za reciklazu, misle¢i prevashodno na domacdinstva, kao i vecu dostupnost i
pristupacnost u blizini obrazovnih insttitucija, domova za stanovanje ucenika i
studenata kao i u blizini privrednih subjekata.

U petu kategoriju svrstani su odgovori ispitanika koji se odnose na izmene zakona
i uvodenje odredenih mera i kazni vezanih za neadekvatno tretiranje otpada, po
ugledu na primere dobrih praksi zemalja koje imaju visok stepen razvijene svesti o
znacaju zastite zivotne sredine, kao i uvodenje i obezbedenje odredenih benefita
onima koji na adekvatan nacin tretiraju otpad i time uti¢u na zastitu zivotne sredine.
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Zakljucak

Prvi izvjeStaj Rimskog kluba koji je objavljen u globalno poznatoj knjizi ,Granice
rasta” (Meadows D. i drugi, 1972; Tinbergen J.,1977; Bardi U., 2011; Simmons M., 2000),
sadrzi ¢injenice koje zastupaju tvrdnje da se stopa upotrebe finalnih materijala i
energetskih resursa Zemlje ne mogu povecavati neograniceno.

Savremeni uslovi poslovanja i Zivota dovode do situacije da se sirovine koriste
brze nego sto se zamenjuju, i to dosta brze nego sto je moguce pronadi alternativne
zamene tim sirovinama. Sve navedeno je tema brojnih izvestaja zvanicnih institucija
koje se bave ovom tematikom, ali i istrazivaca Cija je tema istrazivanja. U svim
relevantimizvestajimase navodidabuduénost zemlje u celostije u konceptu odrzivog
razvoja, koji je prvi put definisan u izvjestaju Brundtland komisije, pod nazivom ,Nasa
zajedni¢ka buducénost” (Brundltland Report, 1987). U Brundtlandovom izvjestaju
navedena je opsteprihvacena definicija odrzivog razvoja. Opsteprihvac¢ena definicija
glasi: ,Odrzivi razvoj je razvoj koji zadovoljava potrebe sadasnjosti bez ugrozavanja
sposobnosti buducih generacija da zadovolje svoje vlastite potrebe” (Brundltland
Report, 1987; WCED, 1987; Bermejo R. i drugi, 2010). Drustveni i ekoloski pokreti isti¢u
dimenzije socijalne pravde odrzivosti i ekonomske, socijalne i ekoloSke dimenzije u
svjetlu trenutnih nejednakosti i procesa iskljuc¢enosti.

Zastita zZivotne sredine, ukoliko se posmatra segment adekvatnog upravljanja
komunalnim, ali i drugim otpadom, je moguca ukoliko se smanjuje ukupni,
negativni uticaj upravljanja otpadom na zivotnu sredinu, potrosnju energije,
zagadenja zemljista, vazduha i vode. Sve navedeno podrazumeva i da su troskovi
navedenih aktivnosti prihvatljivi za sve ¢lanove drustvene zajednice. Kada se kaze za
sve Clanove drustvene zajednice misli se pre svega na domacinstva, ali i na privredu
u celini, drzavne institucijei vladu. (White, P. R . i drugi, 1995, Warmer B., 1996).

Adekvatno upravljanje ¢vrstim otpadom predstavlja jednu od najvaznijih, ako ne
i najvazniju funkciju vlasti bilo da je gradskog ili lokalnog tipa. Adekvatno upravljanje
komunalnim otpadom podrazumeva sprovodenje odredenih aktivnosti od kojih su
najvaznije kontrola, prikupljanje, transport, obrada i odlaganje otpada.

Sve navedene aktivnosti su u skladu sa najboljim principima javnog zdravlja,
ekonomije,inzenjerstva,oCuvanjazivotnesredine, estetikeidrugih aspekata. Osnovni
cilj upravljanja Cvrstim otpadom je zastita zdravlja stanovnistva, promovisanje
kvaliteta Zivotne sredine, razvoj odrzivosti i podrska ekonomskoj produktivnosti
koris¢enjem otpada kao resursa.

U poredenju sa razvijenim zemljama, stanovnici zemalja u razvoju, posebno
zemalja gde dominira siromasno stanovniStvo manje su pogodeni neodrzivim
otpadom (Kaza S. i drugi, 2018; Victoire A. i drugi, 2020). U zemljama sa niskim
prihodima, preko 90% otpada se Cesto odlaze na neregulisana deponija ili se
otvoreno spaljuje (Oyedele O., 2016). Lose prakse u pogledu otpada stvaraju ozbiljne
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posljedice po zdravlje, sigurnost i okolinu. Neadekvatno upravljanje otpadom
predstavlja pogodno tlo za razvoj svih bolesti, a ujedno doprinosi globalnim
klimatskim promenama (Wilson D. C., Webster M., 2018). Adekvatno upravljanje
otpadom znacajno je za stvaranje odrzivih gradova pogodnih za zivot, ali ostaje
izazov za mnoge zemlje i gradove u razvoju (Chandak S., 2010).

Mere koje su preduzete od strane razvijenih zemalja u adekvatnom upravljanju
otpadom donesene su i adekvatno sprovede zajedni¢kom delovanju privatnih i
drzavnih institucija i stvaranje modela za efikasno sakupljanje i odlaganje otpada
(Ezeah C., Roberts C.L., 2014).

Pored navedenesaradnje neophodnoje ukljucivanje gradske lokalne samouprave
usmislu poboljsanja sistema odnosenja i tretiranja komunalnog otpada na nacin koji
zadovoljava dugoro&ne zahteve. Za uspesnu implementaciju integrisanog delovanja
svih navedenih ucesnika neophodno je napraviti plan upravljanja otpadom koji bi
bio potpuno funkcionalan i primenjiv, dostupan i razumljiv svim ucesnicima.

Preporuke Svetske banke po pitanju porasta stope adekvatnog odlaganja i
recikliranja otpada usmerene su ka obezbedenju povrata troskova usluga upravljanja
otpadom i povecanja naplate prihohoda od naknada za upravljanje otpadom od
samih proizvodaca otpada (World Bank, 2017; Olukanni D.O., Nwafor C.O., 2019).

Donosenje i sprovodenje adekvatnih regulatornih mera vezanih za zastitu
Zivotne sredine na nosioce privrednih aktivnosti, ali i stanovnistvo. U slucajevima
neprimenjivanja i nepostovanja donesenih mera sankcionisati to ponasanje putem
propisanih kazni (Sanni, A.O., 2016; Ayotamuno J.M., Gobo A.E.,2004).

Svest i stav stanovnistva ima znacajnu ulogu u njihovoj spremnosti da saraduju
i uCestvuju u upravljanju otpadom (Zurbrugg, C., 2003). Drustveno-ekonomska
situacija predstavlja znacCajne prepreke u primeni dobrih praksi adekvatnim
upravljanjem otpadom (Kumari T., Raghubanshi A.S., 2022).

Neophodan je razvoj metoda i nacina upravljanja otpadom koji bi ocuvao
upotrebnu imovinu otpada i dao prioritet povratu resursa. Takode, navodi se i znacaj
razvoja odgovaraju¢ih metoda za sakupljanje i odlaganje komunalnog otpada.
Segregacija otpada na izvoru i specijalizovana postrojenja za preradu materijala koji
se mogu reciklirati dovode do Cistije proizvodnje (Shovon S.M. i drugi, 2024).

Shodno svemu napred navedenom klju¢no je podiéi svest javnosti i promeniti
stavove drustva prema upravljanju otpadom kako bi se razvio efikasan i odrziv
sistem upravljanja otpadom.

Abstract: The aim of the paper is to point out the importance of recycling and
its benefits, and to present the measures and activities that influence awareness
among the youth of the city of Novi Sad about the importance of recycling, that
is, the proper treatment of municipal waste. The paper will present the past
and present treatment of municipal waste and its path of development. Proper
treatment of municipal waste has numerous benefits, one of the most important
being environmental protection and enabling favorable conditions for proper
growth and development of the community as a whole. The paper will also present
the research conducted for the needs of the project co-financed by the Secretariat
for Environmental Protection of the city of Novi Sad, which refers to determining
the level of awareness of the youth of the city of Novi Sad about recycling and its
benefits. After the presentation of the results obtained on the basis of the research,
recommendations and guidelines will be presented as to what needs to be done in
order for the youth of Novi Sad to have a satisfactory level of awareness.

Abstract: One of the current problems of modern society, in addition to the
increasingly intensive growth of the urban population, is the increase in the
production of municipal waste. This represents a significant obstacle to the
realization ofthe concept of sustainable developmentand environmental protection.
The sustainability of urban areas largely depends on the adequate management of
municipal solid waste, which requires an organized and coordinated set of activities.
Numerous world experiences show that it is very important to ensure the support of
the public at the beginning, to implement programs of information and education
of citizens and thus familiarize them with all the possible benefits and costs of such
a complex and demanding process. Accordingly, the Faculty of Social Sciences
implemented the project “Circular Awareness” with the main goal of informing the
youth of the city of Novi Sad about the issues of waste prevention, modern waste
management and waste recycling. This research pointed out the importance of
efficient and effective use of resources, as well as the fact that waste itself can be
a resource. Recommendations and guidelines as a result of this scientific research
work will be aimed at education about the importance of waste management,
especially municipal and packaging, promoting good practices and business
models when it comes to waste management.

Poznato je da je Spaniji pripao zapadni a Portugaliji isto¢ni dio “Novog
svijeta”. lako je geografija direkto uticala da grani¢na linija nikada nije bila precizno
odredena sukoba izmedu dvije iberijske krune nikada nije bilo.U tom periodu su-
kobi su postojali samo u oblasti Kariba , gdje su svoje posjede pored Spanije imale i
druge velike pomorske sile Velika Britanija, Francuska i Holandija i izmedu kojih su
postojale stalne tezije. ProuCavanje geopolitike Latinske Amerike u ovom vijeku nije
samo puko nabrajanje i objasnjavanje ratova, manjeg ili ve¢eg obima, prijetnji suko-
bima, pograni¢nih sporova i stvaranja rivaliteta. Ona nam pomaze da lak3e shvatimo
cijelu istoriju XX vijeka kao i mnoge fenomene danasnjice.

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Uvod

Kako bi se sto bolje razumio proces formiranja latinskoamericke geopolitike ne-
ophodno je osvrnuti se ukratko na razjasnjenje samog pojma geopolitike. To je vrlo
¢est pojam, popularan Cak i u svakodnevnom govoru. Malo je, medutim onih koji su
sigurni u njegovo stvarno znacenje. Zato je Cest slucaj kriticka i nedosljedna upotre-
ba. Cak je kao samostalnu disciplinu svrstaju unutar geografije, politi¢kih nauka ili
medunarodnih odnosa. Zacetke geopolitike u vidu nekih geopolitickih shvatanja i,
pre svega, u smislu odredenosti politickih, drustvenih i drustveno-psiholoskih oso-
bina nalazimo jo$ u anticko doba u djelima Konfucija, Aristotela, Platona i drugih
mislilaca. Slicne ideje se srec¢u kasnije kod Bodena, Monteskjea, Rusoa, Humbolta
i Hegela, uz vec¢e naglasavanje posljedica uticaja geografskih odlika na politicku
odnosno spoljnopoliticku sferu. Ipak politicka geografija i geopolitika nastale su i
utemeljile se kao naucne discipline u XIX vijeku kroz proucavanje drzave odnosno
njenog razvoja najvise zaslugama njemackog profesora geografije Fridriha Racela'
i Svedskog profesora i politiCara Rudolfa Kjelena.? U najSirem smislu, pod geopoliti-
kom se podrazumjeva svako razmatranje i utvrdivanje odnosa izmedu geografskog
prostora (veli¢inag, oblik, polozaj, prirodna bogatstva itd.) i politike.

Kao drustveno-naucna disciplina, geopolitika je proizvod politicke doktrine ili
onog svijeta koji se temeljio na ideji svjetske moci osvajanjem teritorija, zatim nji-
hovim prikljuCivanjem osvajackim sredistima i diobom svijeta na srediste i periferiju.
GCranice drzava tokom istorije su se crtale ratovima nakon kojih su pobjednici na
mirovnim konferencijama Sirili svoje drzavne teritorije, a gubitnici ostajali u manjim
granicama. Takav je bio i cijeli XIX vijek kada se geopoliticka karta Evrope perma-
nentno mjenjala a sa njom i karta svijeta pa samim tim i Latinske Amerike.

Medutim sam pocetak XIX vijeka i nekoliko istorijskih dogadaju u Evropi, kao
$to su poraz Spanije od Engleza u bici kod Trafalgara 1805, ulazak Napoleonove
vojske u Lisabon 1807 i Madrid 1808. godine, kao i Becki kongres 1815. godine
direktno ili indirektno uticali na promjenu geopolitCke karte Latinske Amerike koja
se modifikovala kroz cijeli vijek. Spanija i Portugalija su gubile previast u regionu
a dominantne su postale anglosaksonske sile, u poCetku Velika Britanija a kasije

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SAD,* koje su bile zainteresovane za eksplotaciju ogromnih prirodnih bogatstava
i uspostavljanje ekonomske hegemonije u tom djelu svijeta. | pored prisustva ovih
sila radi se o periodu kada dolazi do sveukupne modernizacije i dekolonizacije
ovog regiona. Nove, nezavisne latinskoameriCke drzave se po prvi put ukljucuju
u medjunarodne odnose poslije visevjekovne izolacije i zavisnosti od iberijeske
dominacije.*

Velika Britanija, koja je jos u kolonijalnom periodu imala posjede u Karibima,®
a poslije svoje neuspjesne vojne intervencije U regionu rijeke La Plata, uglavhom
je bila usedsredena na ekonomsku ekspanziju preko koje je obezbjedivala prevlast
u ovom regionu. Britanska ekspanzionistiCka strtaegija bila je uslovljena prije
svega njenim industrijskim razvojem, prevlas¢u na moru i odlicnom diplomatijom
(Foreign Office). Svojim uspjesnim kolinijalnim iskustvom vjesto je koristila ratove
i sukobe izmedu latinskoameri¢kih zemalja za ostvarivanje svojih interesa. Takode
treba napomenuti da je u ovom periodu, a posebno nakon gubitka Haitija 1804.
godine, i Francuska pokusavala da se izbori za Sto dominantniju poziciju ali nikada
nije dostigla Veliku Britaniju posebno u ekonomskoj sferi.

Zarazliku od evropskih silaSAD suimale jasnu ideju stvaranja Zapadne Hemisfere
kao koncepta prevlasti koji ¢e potom poprimiti konture jednog interameri¢kog
sistemasaradnjeikomunikacije. U doba kada su se latinskomari¢ke nacije oslobadale
od Spanske kolonijalne dominacije, SAD su se nalazile u fazi konsolidacije sopstvene
drzaveinisuimale interesa, niti su bitnije uticale na stvaranje latinoameri¢kih drzava.
Tek 1824. godine, tj. poslije objavljivanjea Monroove doktrine pocinje angazovano i
direktno interesovanje za Latinsku Ameriku.? lako je Monroova doktrina prvenstveno
bila uperena protiv ekspanzije evropskog kapitalizmna ona je u sebi nosila klice
imperijalizma koji je nesto kasnije dobio svoje puno obiljezje (Levi,1995). Namjera
SAD je bila da prije svega sprijece Veliku Britaniju da zauzme mijesto Spanije i
Portugalije. To je bila osnova za stvaranje panamerikanizma krajem XIX vijeka koji ¢e
dominirati sve do kraja XX vijeka tj. do pada bipolarnosti u svijetu. lako je koncipiran
kao interamericki sistem saradnje izmedu SAD i zemalja Latinske Amerike on je bio
prevashodno odraz ameri¢kog imperijalizma koji je svu svoju snagu pokazao u ratu
sa Meksikom kao i nesto kasnije u Centralnoj Americi i Karibima.

3 Pocetkom XIX vijeka uticaj SAD bio je relativno skoroman ali je do naglog jaCanja interesovanja i prisustva u Latinskoj
Americi doslo poslije okon¢anja gradjanskog rata izmedu Sjevera i Juga 1865.

4 Ovdje treba dodatno naglasiti da ove drzave u sistem medjunarodnih odnosa ulaze u izrazito podredenom poloZaju i njihova
aktivnost se odnosila na da odbranu nezavisnosti i teritorijalnog suvereniteta.

6  Predsjednik SAD Dzemjs Monro je 2. decembra 1823. Godine uputio poruku americkom Kongresu u kojoj je istakao da
americki kontinent ni u kom slucaju ne smije biti teritorija i cilj buduce evropske kolonizacije, da se SAD nece mjesati
ni u kakav evropski rat, ali da nikako nece biti ravnodusne prema dogadajima na americkom kontinentu i da ¢e pokuSaje
evropskih monarhija da uspostave svoj politi¢ki sistem na americkom kontinentu smatrati opasnim, a sve intervencije protiv
latinskoamerickih republika neprijateljskim aktom uperenim protiv samih SAD. Osnovni princip Monroove doktrine je
geostrateske i bezbjednosne prirode jer se zasniva na tvrdnji da postoji prirodno odvajanje izmedu starog i novog svijeta (
“Amerika Amerikancima”).
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Suprotnost ovoj realnosti bio je bolivarizam kao ideja o jedinstvu cijele Hispanske
Amerike, koja bi samo ujednjena imala snage da se odupre velikim silama: Velikoj
Britaniji , Spaniji ili SAD-u. Njen tvorac bio je Simon Bolivar, nesumnjivo najveca
istorijska licnost Latinske Amerike XIX vijeka, koji je svoje ideje o regionalnom
jedinstvu iznio vec¢ 1815. godine u “Pismu s Jamajke”. Bolivar je , svjestan politickih
i ekonomskih slabosti novooslobodenih zemalja, pokusao da ujedini narod istog
istorijskog nasleda, jezika, religije i kulture. S tom namjerom uputio je 1824. godine
poziv’ svim nezavisnim drzavama Hispanske Amerike da ucestvuju na Kogresu
sazvanom u tu svrhu u Panami 1826. godine. On je bio kulminacija politicke volje
o jedinstvu i bratimljenju Amerike poslije 15 godina stradanja a trebalo je da
obezbjedi sigurnu buducnost novim drzavama. Takvog politickog razvoja najvise
su se pribojavale vodece evropske sile i lokalni kaudiljizam.? Od samih priprema
nailazio je na prepreke ranijih robovlasnika, narocito s juga SAD, koji bi ujedinjenjem
izgubili Kubu i Portoriko, zatim izolacionistiCkog Paragvaja i bivse provincije La Plate.
Podrska je stizala od Velike Kolumbije, Perua, i Bolivije, zatim Meksika i Centralne
Amerike, tj. od dvanaest danasnjih drzava okupljenih u tadasnjih pet. Predlozeno
je usvajanje sporazuma o Trajnoj uniji, ligi i konfederaciji koji predvida da se ¢lanovi
lige medusobno pomazu ukoliko bilo ko od njih bude napadnut o trecih zemalja.
Na Zalost ovaj Sporazum nikada nije ratifikovan® tako da su ove znacajne ideje de
facto ostale nerealizovane. Ne samo da nije dosSlo do ujedinjena nego je doslo i
do dezintegracije veliki drzava regina poput Velike Kolumbije i Centalnoamericke
Konfederacije.

Velika Kolubija se sastojala od danasnje Kolubije, Venecuele i Ekvadora (tada
poznatim pod nazivom Audejencija iz Kita). Ova velika teritorija, razdvojena
visokim planinama i pradumama, karakterisala se slabom komunikacijom i
nedostatkom bilo kakve ekonomske unije. Na primer, jednom trgovcu iz Karakasa
je bilo mnogo lakSe da ide u Evropu nego u Bogotu. Proizvodi pravljeni u Kitu ili
Bogoti slabo su se prodavali u Venecueli koja je preferirala evropske proizvode.
Upravo ovaj primjer moze nam pomdi da bolje sagledamo razne pokazatelje
neuspjeha bolivarizma.

Ovaj dio latinskoamericke istorije pokazao je da, iako se radilo o reginu
homogenog nasleda, jezika, religije i kulture, postojale su izmedu zemalja velike

7 Jezgrovito bez izli$nih rije¢i, Bolivar je u pozivu od 7. decembra 1824, upu¢enom vladama Kolumbije, Meksika, Rio de
la Plate, Cilea i Gvatemale, definisao cilj skupa koji se trebao odrzati u Panami. U ovom kratkom i zna¢ajnom dokumentu
Bolivar insistira na interameri¢kom karakteru predlozenog Kongresa. Ideja potice iz 1810 i nije se nikada menjala niti ¢e je
Bolivar mjenjati. Misleéi na pet velikih zemalja Latinske Amerike kaze: “Veliki dan Amerike jo$ nije doSao. Isterali smo nase
ugnjetace, skrsili njihove tiranske zakone i stvorili na zakonu zasnovane institucije. Ali nam jo§ preostaje da postavimo osnove
sporazuma, kojim bi se na ovom kontinentu stvorila jedna nacija republika.”

8 Tokom XIX i XX vijeku , u mnogim zemljama latinskoamerickog regiona su postojali mnogobrojni primjeri ove vrste
vladavine.Bez obzira na termin koji se koristi “caudillismo” , “casiquismo” , “corporativismo” , “clientelismo” ili

“coronelismo” , uvjek se radilo o razliCitim varijantama autoritarno-diktaturnr vlasti koja vodi porijeklo od starog pojma
“caudillo rural” ili seoskog vode iz XVIII i XIX vijeka

9 Ratifikovala ga je jedino Velika Kolumbija.
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razlike i rivaliteti koji su uticali ne samo na sukobe i ratove medu njima vec i na
jacanje panamerikanizma i na dominaciju SAD u drugoj polovini XIX ali i kroz cijeli
naredni vijek.

Nastanak rivaliteta ABC

Pojam rivaliteta ABC nas uvodi u razmatranje novih geopolitickih promjena u
Juznoj Americi. Za razliku od ostalih djelova Latinske Amerike u kojima je stepen
dominacije velikih sila bio visi u ovom dijelu regiona bio je otvoren prostor za
proces formiranja geopolitickih strategija pojedinih zemalja tog regiona. Zbog
toga, nastanak fenomena rivaliteta ABC de facto mozemo smatrati zacetkom
latinskoamericke geopoliticke strategije Ciji se prioriteti nisu uvjek poklapali sa
interesima i pretenzijama koje su izrazavale velike sile XIX vijeka prema tom dijelu
svijeta.

| mada je generalno XIX vijek bio svjedok brojnih ratova, prijetnji ratova i borbi
za moc¢ uglavnom lokalnog i subregionalnog karaktera, ova medunarodna
konstelacija omogucila je bolje organizovanim drzavama Juzne Amerike da ostvare
svoje geopoliticke ciljeve i hegemonistiCke pretenzije prema slabijim susjednim
zemljama. | bez obzira na Cinjenicu da su ove sukobe koristile strane sile, a prije svih
Velika Britanija i SAD u nameri da svojim kapitalom kontroliSu najznacajnije prirodne
resurse latinoamerickih drzava, fenomen ABC nedvosmisleno ukazuje na nastanak
latinskoameriCke geopolitike. Takode treba napomenuti da se pored tradicionalno
zainteresovanih drzava za ovaj region pojavljaju i nove evropske sile — prije svega,
Njemacka i Italija — koje su se uspjesno poziocionirale na prostoru Juznog roga.'°

Sledestveo tome, moze se zakljuciti da prve latinskoameriCke geopoliticke
strategije upravo nastaju u Juznoj Americi (subregion Juznog roga), kao i da
je u njemu bila najizrazenija ekspanzija politike modci i, generalno posmatrano,
geopolitickog koncepta. Drzave koje su imale najjasnije geopolitiCke strategije i
koje su ostvarile najveci uticaj u poredenju sa ostalim drzavama iz drugih delova
Latinske Amerike, bile su Argentina , Brazil i Cile. Sve tri drzave u tom periodu su
bile politicki stabilne, ekonomski prosperitetne i vojno veoma dobro organizovane.
Pri tome, treba naglasiti da je Cile posedovao najbolje organizovanu i opremljenu
vojsku u kojoj su instruktori bili pruski generali.

Prilikom analize geopolitickih kretanja i pomjeranja u tom delu Latinske Amerike
moze se primjetiti da su Cileanski hegemonisti¢ki interesi bilida dominira zapadnom
pacifickom obalom dok su se Argentina i Brazil sukobili oko hegemonije u slivu
rijeke La Plata, odnosno prevlasti na Atlantiku koji je u XIX vijeku jo$ uvijek imao
geostrateski i ekonomsko-trgovinski primat u odnosu na Pacifik. Glavna tacka
sukoba bili je ona na kojoj su se do tada granicile dvije iberijske sile u Urugvaju.

Argentina se trudila da pod svojom kontrolom drzi nekadasnje Vicekraljevstvo rijeke
La Plata,” dok je Brazil poslije objavljivanja nezavisnosti 1822. godine vodio jednu
agresivnu ekspanizionisticku politiku koja se sudarala sa argentinskim interesima.

Urugvajske patriote su proglasili nezavisnost, kako od Spanije tako i Portugalije i
odvojili se od Buenos Airesa. Medutim, Argentina je i dalje smatrala Urugvaj svojom
provincijom. S druge strane, 1822. godine ova drzava je aneksirana kao «Provincija
Cisplatina» od strane nezavisnog Brazila. Konacno, 1825. godine Urugvaj je uz
pomoc argentinskih trupa proglasio nezavisnost i usao u rat protiv Brazila. Uvidajudi
znacaj uspostavljanja urugvajske drzave i njenog drzavnog osamostaljivanja u vidu
svojevrsne tampon zone izmedu Argentine i Brazila, Velika Britanija posreduje
U sporu i obezbjeduje Urugvajcima nezavisnost. Britansko posredovanje imalo
je jasnu funkciji zastite i jacanja svojih trgovinskih interesa u Urugvaja i Sire na
prostorima Juznog roga. Ugovor o okoncanju rata potpisan je u Montevideu 1828.
godine. Uprkos ovom ugovoru invazinisticke namjere prema Urugvaju nastavljene
su kroz cijeli XIX vijek.

Jos jedan vazan dogadaj koji moramo spomenuti desio se 1836. godine kada je
poceo, kako ga Urugvajci zovu, «Veliki rat». Voden je izmedu alijanske argentinskog
diktatora Huana Manuela de Rosasa sa urugvajskom partijom Bijelinh (kasnije
konzervativne partije) i Obojenih (kasnije liberalne partije) koji su bili potpomognuti
argentiskim antirosistama. | u ovom sukobu su bile prisutne strane sile. Naime,
britanske i francuske pomorske snage blokirale su Buenos Aires kako bi pomogle
Montevideu. U Zelji da osigura povoljan ugovor oko granice sa Urugvajem Brazil
se ujedinio sa antirosistama i ubrzo proglasio pobjedu kojom je dobio polovinu
teritorije sjeverne granice. Ovo je bio period velikih ekspanzionisti¢ckih pokreta ove
bivse portugalske kolonije koja se teritorijalno prosirila na racun svih pograni¢nih
drzava osim Perua , sa kojim su uvjek postojali prijateljski odnosi. Takode treba
naglasiti da svako Sirenje desilo mirnim putem Cime je brazilska diplomatija jos tada
pokazala da je jedna od najboljih u Latinskoj Americi a mozda i Sire.

U tom vrijeme joS jedna zemlja ovog subregiona je imala jasnu geopolitiCku
strategiju i konkretne hegemonistiCe aspiracije. Paragvaj na Celu sa diktatorom
Franciskom Solanom Lopezom imao je ideju o stvaranju imperije centralnih drzava
Juzne Amerike, koja bi ukljucivala Boliviju i Urugvaj a bila predvodena Paragvajom.
Kad je urugvajska vlada bijelih , koja nije bila u dobrim odnosima ni sa Brazilom
ni sa Argentinom, zatrazila pomoc¢ od paragvajske kako bi ugusila pobunu u svoj
zemlji, Paragvaj je napao i okupirao brazilsku provinciju Mato Groso a nesto kasnije
i argentinsku Korijentes. Brazilska vojska izvrsila je 1864. godine invaziju na Urugvaj
i primorala vladu te zemlje da te dvije drzave zajedno sa Argentinom osnuju
“Antiparagvajski savez”. Sve do 1870. voden je tzv. “Paragvajski rat”, ujedno i jedan
od najkvavijih ratova u istoriji ratova Latinske Amerike, takode poznat i pod imenom
“Rat Trostruke Alijanse”. Ratna dejstva okoncana su padom diktature u Paragvaju,
pogibijom velike ve¢ine muskog stanovnistva i aneksiranjem teritorije ove zemlje

11 Ovo Vicekraljevstvo obuhvatalo je teritorije danasnjih drzava Urugvaj , Paragvaj i djelove Bolivije.
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od strane Brazila, Argentine i Bolivije. Paragvaj je izgubio svoju moc¢ u reginu a
njegova teritorija je svedena na trougao izmedu rijeka Parana i Paragvaj i jednog
dijela provincije Cako i de facto postao ono &to je do tada bio Urugvaj, “tampon
drzava" izmedu svojinh mocnijih susjeda.

Pored ovih sukoba Sireg regionalnog karaktera moramo spomenuti i grani¢ne
sporove koji su tokom XIX veka ozbiljno ugrozavali subregionalnu bezbednost u
okvirima Latinske Amerike. Posebno je vazan bio grani¢ni spor izmedu Argentine
i Cilea s obziom na ¢&injenicu da se radi o dve juznoamericke drzave sa dobro
organizovanom vojnom silom i odredenim hegemonistickim pretenzijama u tom
delu regiona. Sporna je bila oblast na sjevernoj granici tj. teritorija Puna de Atakama.
Kada diplomatski pregovori vise nisu davali rezultat i kada se prijetilo ratom ove dvije
drzave su prihvatile arbitrazu SAD-a koje su podjelile ovu zavadenu teritoriju. Cile je
imao prigovor na odluku suda alije prihvatio njegovu konacnu odluku. Medutim spor
ovih zemalja nastavaljen je na juznoj granici, na Ognjenoj zemlji gdje je Argentina
imala suverenitet nad Patagonijom a Cile nad Magelanovim moreuzom. | ovaj spor
je morala da rijesi jedna strana sila, u ovom slucaju Velika Britanija ispred koje je
Kralj Edvard podjelio nevedenu teritoriju.

Rivaliteti na Pacifiku

Kao &to smo veé¢ spomenuli Cile je jos u prvim godinama nakon sticanja
nezavisnosti bio odlu¢an u namjeri da ostvari dominaciju nad pacifickom obalom,
vodecdi agresivnu politiku prema Peruu i Boliviji. Nakon formiranja peruansko-
bolivijanske konfederacije 1836. godine®?, Cile je uvidjeviéi ugrazene svoje interese,
kako ekonomske tako i strateSke, objavio rat Konfederaciji. Sledece godine to isto
je uradila i Argentina uvidjevisi manju opasnost u Cileu nego u Konfederaciji. Vojno
bolje organizovan Cile napao je Peru1838.godine i porazio kombinovanu peruansko-
bolivijansku vojsku.

Ovaj region posebno je bio znaCajan ne samo streteski vec zbog svojih prirodnih
bogatstava. U priobalnim provincijama pronadena su velika nalazista srebra i salitre
kao i nitrata na teritoriji pustinje Atakama. Bolivija je ustupila Cileu jedan dio Atakame
koji su Cileanci koristili za eksploataciju i izvoz ove rude. Kada je doslo do sukoba ove
dvije zemlje Peru je usao u rat, ponovo kao saveznik Bolivije. “Drugi Pacifi¢ki rat”
trajao je od 1879. do 1883. godine i voden je uglavnom na moru. lako je na pocetku
Peru bio uspjesniji, Cileanci su vremenom ostvarivali vojno-stratesku premoc a 1880.
godine uspjeli su i da okupiraju Limu. Rat je okoncan Sporazumom iz Ankona kojim
je Peru izgubio Tarapaku a na period od deset godina ustupio Cileu Taknu i Ariku.®

12 Predsjednik Bolivije Andres Santa Kruz iskoristi je politicku podjeljenost u Peruu za stvaranje ove Konfederacije koja bi se
lak$e oduprela ¢ileanskim Zeljama za dominacijom na zapadnoj obali.

0 svoj buduénosti.
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Medutim, ovaj spor je konacno okoncan tek Protokolom iz Vasingtona 1929.godine
, uz posredovanje SAD-a, kojim je Cile aneksirao Taknu a Peruu vratio Ariku. Ipak,
najveci gubitnik u ovom ratu bila je Bolivija koja je izgubila Antofagostu a samim
tim i izlaz na more. Od tada problem izlaska na more trajno ¢e postati jedan od
prioriteta bolivijanske spoljno-politicke strategije. Nadalje, u to vrijeme i Brazil je
prosirio svoju teritoriju na racun ove zemlje koristeci njene unutrasnje ekonomsko-
politicke slabosti i podele* Kasnije je Cile dozvolio Boliviji da koristi Ariku kao
slobodnu luku za izvoz svojih proizvoda ali to nije vratilo potrebnu satisfakciju ovoj

drzavi Ciji se nacionalni interesi nikada nisu pomirili za izgubljenim izlazom na more.

Kao i u slucaj rivaliteta na obali Atlantika i ovi sukobi na drugoj obali kontinenta
pokazalisu da je uticaj stranog kapitala bio usko povezan sa oligarhijskim interesima
i teznjom za prevlascu. Moze se zakljuciti da je uticaj stranog kapitala bio jedan od
presudnih za tenzije i ratove medu nezavisnim latinoameric¢kim drzavama. Takode,
dosSlo je do velikih promjena u geopolitickom smislu. Bolivija je izgubivsi izlaz na
more pokusSala da svoju geopoliticku strategiju usmjeri na Atlantiku. Rivalitet
izmedu Cilea i Perua postao je dominantna osnova medunarodnih odnosa u ovom
subregionu. Ukratko, sukubljavanje interesa ovih drzava nastavljeno je i u XX vijeku
pri ¢emu moramo naglasiti da je Cile uvjek bio uspjesniji.

Sukob Meksika i SAD

Ovo je geografski prostor na kome su se odigrale najvece geopoliticke promjene
u okvirima Latinske Amerike koje bi mogle da se sintetuzuju oko sledecih pitanja:
a) sukobljavanje interesa i odnosi SAD i evropskih sila na ovom prostoru, b) odnosi
Meksika i SAD-a, kao i c) odnosi izmedu Meksika i Velike Britanije,Francuske i Spanije.
Sledeca vazna pododrednica geopolitickih dogadanja u tom delu Latinske Amerike
bila je nadmetanje oko izgradnje Panamaskog kanala. Panamski zemljouz je tako
postao glavni faktor odredivanja sudbine Centalne Amerike i Kariba. Poznato je da
su SAD i Velike Britanije potpisale sporazum “Clayton-Bulwer” kojim su Englezi
de facto izgubili primat u Centralnoj Americi. Na kraju, kada spominjemo Karibe
moramo naglasiti da su oni veomo specifiCni za proucavanje prije svega zbog
stalnog prisustva velikih sila poput SAD, Velike Britanije i Francuske, ali i zemalja kao
&to su to Spanija i Holanija.

Meksiko je u XIX vijeku bio u centru hegemonistickin pretenzija stranih sila,
prije svih SAD-a a potom i Francuske, Velike Britanije i Spanije. Ali i prije sukoba sa
ovim silama bilo je promjene garanica. Prvo je bila formirana Meksi¢ka imerija u
Ciji su sastav ulazile sve centalnoamericke drzave, koje su se odvojile nakon samo
dvije godine i formirale Centalnoamericku konfederaciju (1823), koja se raspala
1838. godine. Raspadom Centalnoamericke konfederacije i formiranjem danasnjih
centralnoamerickih drzava doslo je i do manifestovanja naglasenih hegemonistickih

14 U oblasti Amazonije Bolivija je pod brazilskim prijetnjam ustupila 300 hiljada kilometara kvadratnih teritorije tropskih Suma
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pretenzija Gvatemale, kojajeteritorijalnoipostanovnistvu najvece drzava navedenog
subregiona. Glavna odrednica gvatemalskog hegemonizma bila je ostvarivanje
plana o obnovi granica nekadasnje Generalne Kapetanije ¢ime su jasno izrazenje
teritorijalne pretenzije Gvatemale.

Ukratko, ovaj vijek u meksi¢ko-ameri¢ckim odnosima obiljezila su prije svega
teritorijalna i pograni¢na pitanja, ratovi i gubitak teritorije. SAD su insistirale na
uspostavi granica sa Meksikom na rijeci Rio Grande Cime nisu priznavale grani¢nu
liniju na reci Sabini, odnosno osporavali veliku teritoriju juzno od te rijeke. Sledstveno
ovim dogadanjima moze se rec¢i da je Meksiko je bio prva drzava latinskoameric¢kog
regiona koja se morala suociti sa agresivnom politikomn SAD. Na primer, kada je
Teksas 1836. godine proglasio nezavisnost Velika Britanija i Francuska su zeljela da ova
drzava postane tampon zona izmedu Meksika i SAD. Medutim, SAD su aneksirale ovu
drzavu 1845. godine i usle u dvogodisnji rat sa Meksikom (1846-1848). Rezultat rata
bio je meksicki gubitak gotovo polovina teritorije i nova granica na rijeci Rio Grande.

Nakon gradanskog rata u Meksiku (1857-1861) Francuska, Velika Britanija i Spanija
potpisali su trojni savez s ciljem da napadnu Meksiko. Ovaj savez se raspao nakon sto
su Francuzi sami okupirali strateski vaznu luku Verakruz. Poslije toga Francuska vojska
je lako prodrla u Sijudad de Mehiko i uspostavila Meksi¢ku imperiju sa Maksimilijanom
Hazburskim na Celu. lako je ova Imerija trajala svega dvije godine pokazala je kolika je
bila zainteresovanost stranih sila za Meksiko u XIX vijeka tj. koliko je bio bitan njegov
geopoliticki polozaj zasnovan na velikim rudnim bogatstvima i prorodnim resursima.

Geopoliticka desavanja u Centralnoj Americi i
Karibima

Sto se tice Centralne Amerike ona je, nakon raspada Centralnoamericke
Konfederacije , bila od primarnog geostrateskog znacaja za SAD. lako je ovaj
subregion uvjek imao bitan geostrateski polozaj njegov znacaj je naglo porastao
nakon novih pokusaja da se ralizuje jedna, inaCe veoma stara ideja, o spajanju dva
okena tj. o izgradnji Panamskog kanala.® Amerikance je posebno brinulo prisustvo
Francuske'™ i Britanije 7, koja je bila i njen najvedi rival u Centralnoj Americi. Koliki
je bio znacaj ovog projekta mozemo najbolje vidjeti u djelima cuvenog americkog
geopolitiCaraitvorca u¢enja o preimucstvu pomorske moci Alfreda Tajera Mahana.”®

15 Ideja potice jos§ iz ranog X VI vijeka i vremena Karla V , Cara Svetog Rimskog Carstva.Zacetnik ove ideje je Vasko Nunjez
de Balboa koji je 1513. godine otkrio da samo uski pojas zemljista odvaja dva okeana.

18  Alfred Tajer Mahan(1840-1914) bio je americki pomorski oficir, professor I geopoliti¢ar.Smatrao je , na osnovu analize iskustva

prevagu nad kontinentalnim silama.Njegovo najcuvenije djelo je “The Influence of Sea Power upon History”(1890).
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Prema njemu postizanje i odrZzavanje pomorske dominacije ili efikasno pariranje
kontinentalnim silama zahtjeva kontrolu nad strateski vitalnim tackama na
okeanima. U tom pogledu, Mahan je posebnu paznju posvetio zemljouzu preko
kojih je planirana izgradnja Panamskog kanala, tvrdeci, izmnedu ostalog, da je jasno
da c¢e ovaj kanal, menjajuci pravac trgovackih puteva, prouzrokovati veliki porast
komercijalnih aktivnostiirazmjene kroz Karipsko more. Nesto kasnije, Mahan dodaje
kako ¢e svaki polozaj u tom moru imati uvec¢anu ekonomsku i vojnu vrijednost i sam
kanal postace stratski centar od najvitalnijeg znacaja. Kao kanadska pacifi¢ka pruga,
on cCe biti veza izmedju dva okeana, ali suprotno pruzi, njegova upotreba, sem ako
ne bude najpazljivije Sticena ugovorima, pripadace u cjelini zaracenoj strani koja
kontrolise more svojom pomorskom silom. Koliko je Mahan cjenio polozaj i znacaj
zemljouza, najbolje svjedodli njegov stav da za bilo koju stranu drzavu, kontrola
centralno americkog zemljouza znaci pomorsku kontrolu, pomorsku premoc. On
takodje tvrdi da je eliminisanje direktne evropske politicke kontrole nad Panamskim
kanalom isto toliko stvar nacionalne odbrane koliko i zastita njujorske luke (Mahan
1989).

S druge strane Karibi su jos od kolonijalnog perioda bili mjesto sukoba stranih
sila Sto zbog svog geostrateskog znacaja u Novom svijetu Sto zbog jednog od
najznacajnije proizvoda tog vremena: secera. Zbog toga je to i jedini region gdje su
pored tradicionalnih pomorskih sila Velike Britanije, Francuske, Holandije i Spanije
bile prisutne i neke mnogo manje evropske drzave kao to su Danska ,Svedska ili
Letonija, ali i Malteski vitezovi.® Zato i ne ¢udi da su SAD uvidjevsi strateSku vaznost
Kariba udle u rat sa Spanijom 1898.godine i time primorali Kraljevinu Spaniju da
se povuce iz svoje dvije poslednje prekomorske kolonije: Portoriko i Kuba. Vazno
je naglasiti da je 1898. godina simbolicno oglasila kraj Spanske imperije jer su te
godine Kuba, Porotriko i Filipni stekli nezavisnost ¢ime je Spanska drzava svedena
na danasnje okvire. S druge strane, je Portoriko postao pridruzena drzava SAD, Kuba
je stekla nezavisnost ali pala pod puni uticaj SAD. U Ustav ove zemlje unjet je tzv.
“Platov amandman” kojim je na Kubi dozvoljena ameri¢ka intervcija i po kome je
potrebna americka saglasnost za zakljuCivanje svakog medunarodnog ugovora.
Ovaj amandman ukinut je tek 1935. godine tokom psrimjene politike «dobrog
susjedstva» americkog predsjednika Franklina Delano Ruzvelta.

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Zakljuéna razmatranja

Medunarodni polozaj Latinske Amerike tokom XIX vijeka bio je direktan odraz
stanja u regionu. Mozemo ga ukratko opisati kao politi¢ki i ekonomski nestabilno i
dodatno oslabiljeno pograniénim sporovima kao i brojnim vojnim intervencijama
SAD i evropskih sila. U tom periodu i, poseno, u njegovoj prvoj polovini medunarodni
polozaj latinskoameri¢ckin zemalja bio je direkto uslovljen jacanjem interesa
i ekspanzijom SAD prema regionu s jedne strane i, s druge, Cinjenicom da je
Velika Britanija bila najve¢a neokolonijalna sila Zapadne Hemisfere. Visoki stepen
ranjivosti i zavisnosti Latinske Amerike od centara modi u svijetu dodatno je uticao
na Latinoamerikance da kroz bolivarizam pronadu adekvatno mjesto za nju. Mada
je bolivarizam kao inicijalna regionalna geopoliticka opcija propao vazno je ukazati
na njegovu glavnu odrednice: suverenitet i teririjalni integritet. Kao glavni uzrok
propasti ove strategije identifikovana je nesposobnost usaglasavanja interesa na
jednom Sirem multilateralnom nivou. Dokaz ovoj tvrdnji jeste i pokusaj da se na
Panamskom kongresu (1826) utrde osnovni principi medunarodnog prava koji bi
omogucili uspjeh bolivarizma kao emancipacije politicke doktrine?® Propascu
bolivarizma ujedno je otvoren prostor za jacanje panamerikanizma kao politicke
doktrine, kojia ¢e opstati sve do pada bipolarnosti u svijetu.

U okvirima ove doktrine doslo je do inteziviranja razliCitih vidova saradnje izmedu
SAD i Latinske Amerike. U geoplitickom smislu Latinska Amerika je zbog energetskih
resursa i prirodnih bogatstava uvjek bila zanimljiva SAD koje nikad u istoriji nisu
htjele imati jakog ekonomskog suparnika na jugu. Pomoc¢u panameric¢kog sistema
SAD su ostvarile ogroman uticaj na politicki i ekonomski razvoj latinskoamerickih
zemalja. Ostvarena je prije svega hegemonija u njenom najSirem smislu. Ona je
bila osnova za nastajanje koncepta Zapadne Hemisfere kojim su SAD ostvarivale
prevlast nad evropskim silama. Medutim, ostvarivanje ove hegemonije bila je takode
i osnova za jaCanje latinskoamerickog identiteta i antiimerijalistickih ideja koje ne
mozemo sresti ni U jednom dijelu svijeta, ni u Aziji, ni u Africi pa ¢ak ni na Balkanu.

Konacno, XIX vijek je bio vijek oslobodenja latinoamerickih drzava od kolinijalne
vlasti i sticanje nezavisnosti. Koliko su bolna bila iskustva ovih drzava u tom procesu,

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mnogo bolnija nego kasnije u Africi ili Aziji,? toliko su bolni bili i sukobi medu njima
ali i za uticaj na njihova bogatstva od strane veliki sila. Takode, ovo je bio period
realizacije jedne veliki geopoliticke ideje o povezivanju dva okeana tj. izgradnja
Panamskog kanala, koji je bio najvaznije mjesto sukoba velikih sila za prevlast nad
pomorskim putevima.

ProucCavanje geopolitike Latinske Amerike u ovom vijeku nije samo puko
nabrajanje i objasnjavanje ratova, manjeg ili ve¢eg obima , prijetnji sukobima,
pogranic¢nih sporova i stvaranja rivaliteta. Ona nam pomaze da lak3e shvatimo cijelu
istoriju XX vijeka kao i mnoge fenomene danasnjice. U tom kontekstu, visoki stepen
osteljivosti u odnosima izmedu Brazila i Argentine ili Argentine i Cilea, odnosno
Cilea i Perua , kao i povremeno jatanje tenzija motrraju se izucavati u jednom
Sirem istorijskom kontekstu i, pre svega, polazedi od ¢injenice da je Cile dominatna
sila na Pacifiku a da se Brazil i Argentina nadmec¢u oko prevlasti na Atlantiku. Ista
metodologija se treba primenjivati i u sluc¢aju odnosa Kolumbije i Venecueleili,
odnosno Ekvadora i Perua. Na kraju, nesumnjiva posledice ovih brojnih geopolitickin
promjena u Latinskoj Americi je i nastanak latinskoameri¢kog nacionalizma koji se
prevashodno idetificirao u antiimperijalizmu, odnosno antiamerikanizmu. Upravo
zbog toga, ideje Simona Bolivara i i pored neuspjeha opstaju u kolektivnoj svjesti
svih Latinoamerikanaca.

Abstract: When we talk about the emergence of geopolitics in today’s Latin
America, it is necessary to state that during the colonial period in the so-called
Power was distributed to the “New World"” based on the principles of the division
established by the Treaty of Tordesillas from 1494. Namely, Madrid and Lisbon, as the
centers of the two most significant colonial empires of that era, clearly demarcated
the zones under their dominance and influence. It is known that the western part
of the “New World" belonged to Spain and the eastern part to Portugal. Although
geography directly influenced that the border line was never precisely determined,
there was never a conflict between the two Iberian crowns. Holland and between
which there were constant theses. The study of the geopolitics of Latin America in
this century is not just a simple enumeration and explanation of wars, of a smaller or
larger scale, threats of conflicts, border disputes and the creation of rivalries. It helps
us to understand more easily the entire history of the 20th century as well as many
phenomena of today.
